1. Giving praise to God is a form of worship. The Old Testament is filled with praise to God in worship. (Ps. 100:4; 106:1; 111:1; 113:1; 117)

Praying in tongues with one’s own spirit while under the impulse of the Holy Spirit.    
The believer prays as the Holy Spirit gives the utterance.
