The act of worship includes many things the believer practices regularly as a “born again” child of God. 
1.  CONFESSION OF SIN is an important part of worship.                                (Mt. 6:9-15) 

Verse 12

“Forgive our debts as we forgive our debtors”

James 5:16

“Confess your trespasses to one another, and pray for one another, that you may be healed. The effective prayer of a righteous man avails much.”

Note: Through confession of sin we are assured God’s grace of forgiveness.

2. DECLARING GOD’S WORD publicly is an act of worship

The Old Testament reveals the Scriptures were to be read every seventh year at the “Feast of Tabernacles” as all of Israel was assembled for the reading of the law of Moses.

Dt. 31:9-13

9. So Moses wrote this law and delivered it to the priests, who bore the ark of the covenant of the Lord, and to all the elders of Israel.

10. And Moses commanded them, saying: “At the end of every seventh year, at the appointed time in the year of release, at the Feast of Tabernacles,”
11. When all Israel comes to appear before the Lord your God in the place which He chooses, you shall read this law before all Israel in their hearing.

12. Gather the people together, man and women and little ones, and the stranger who is within your gates, that they may hear and that they may learn to fear the Lord your God and carefully observe all the words of this law,
13. And that their children, who have not known it, may hear and learn to fear the lord your God as long as you live in the land which you cross the Jorden to possess.” (Also Neh. 8:1-12)
