1. The blessing of all blessings is, “God is present with the true worshipper.” (Mat. 18:20)

2. The Lord brings the true worshipper into “intimate relationship.” (Rev. 3:20)

3. The Lord “overshadows the worshipper with His glory.”                  (Ex. 40:35; II Chr. 7:1; I Pet. 4:14)

4. Showers of blessings (Ezek. 34:26)

5. Bless with peace (Ps. 29;11)

6. Abundant joy (Ps. 122:1; John 15:11)

7. Answer prayer (Mk. 11:24; Jas. 5:15)

8. Fill with the Holy Spirt of boldness (Acts 4:31)

9. Send manifestations of the Holy Spirit (I Cor. 12:7-13)

10 Guide His people in truth by the Holy Spirit (St. John 15:26; 16:13)
11 Sanctify through the word and the Holy Spirit (St. John 17:17-19)
12 Comfort, encourage, and strengthen the worshipper                            (Isa.40: I; I Cor. 14:26)

13 Convict His people of sin, righteousness, and judgment by the Holy Spirit (St. John 16:8)
14 Save the lost who are exposed to a true worship service                 (I Cor. 14:22-25)    

   When worship is pure, God inhabits the praise, and receives the worship, and responds with His presence and His will is made clear, and carried out, and the worshippers are blessed and equipped to be more effective and useful in His kingdom.
