Psalm of David

A psalm with a powerful confession from a man of great courage, who   has experienced the hand of God in so many ways.
David in full confidence, prepared to own his God before the gods of the heathens, or angels, or rulers.

David shares his personal confidence in his God, Jehovah.

David knowing God will preserve him from all the malice and wrathful foes.

Verse 1. “I will praise You with my whole heart”

Note: His mind is so taken up with God that he does not mention His name.

To David, there is no other God!

David speaking of God as a man speaking to a father or a friend. 

David see’s God with his mind’s eye, and simply addresses Him as “You.”

David is resolved to praise and worship God with his whole force of life, even with his whole heart.

David in the mix of those who oppose God, he would praise and worship Him, regardless of their opinion.

 If others do not praise and worship the Lord, that is the more reason why we should do so, and should do so with enthusiastic eagerness.

If our hearts are wholly occupied with one thing, it should be when we are praising and worshiping the Lord.

“Before the gods will I sing praise unto You.”

David will not stop praising and worshipping God because of idolaters around him.  

David expresses his contempt for the idols around him and it is through praise to God this is accomplished.

“In the day when I cried You answered me”

The Lord strengthened David in his soul.

Eph. 3:14-21 strengthened by the Spirit   

Note: The purpose to have the inner man with all his feelings, thoughts, and purposes placed more and more under His influence and direction so that the Spirit can manifest His power through us in a greater way.

Psalm 63: 1-6

“Early will I seek You”

“See Your power and glory”

“I remember You, and meditate on You”

“My soul follows hard after You”

Our minds must be stayed on the Lord, praising and worshipping Him for what He has done, and for who He is!
