As believers, we belong to the living God!

We were bought at a price!

We are children of the Most High!

We are in Christ!

We are God’s special people!

The record shows we are in the book of life!

TEXT: II Cor. 6:11-7:1 NKJV

Note: As God’s special people we are to be separate from everything that is contrary to God, His word, His holiness, and His character.

We must protect our relationship with Him no matter the cost.

FIRST: Let the record show, WE ARE THE TEMPLE OF THE LIVING GOD 

I Cor. 3:16-17 NKJV 

“Do you not know that you are the temple of God and that the Spirit of God dwells in you?

If anyone defiles the temple of God, God will destroy him, for the temple of God is holy, which temple you are.”
The Old Testament people were called to holiness and separation from all other nations, in order that they might be God’s special people. God’s people were to keep themselves from idols and anything that could defile them.                                                                                           (Ex. 23:24; Lev. 11:44; Deut. 7:3; II Kings 17:7-8; II Chr. 36:14)
The New Testament people are called to be separate for many reasons. The believer is not to allow any idolatry to defile the temple of God which we are. Anything that would be considered against God is to be rejected. (St. John 17:15-16; II Tim. 3:1-5; James 1:27; 4:4)

Examples: To be rejected by God’s children
1. From the world system that is corrupted by Satan

2. Unholy compromise with the world, the flesh and the devil

3. Believers who practice a life of sin and refuse to repent

4. From false teachers and their doctrines

5. From cults or churches that deny Biblical truths

Not permit anything to defile the temple that God dwells in, or cause one to practice idolatry which is forbidden by God. 
SECOND: Let the record show, WE MAINTAIN A RIGHT RELATIONSHIP WITH THE FATHER
Phil. 2:5-11(5)

“Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus”

Another way of saying it: 
“Make your own attitude that of Christ Jesus”
Note: Christ’s humility of spirit must be found in His followers. They too must live their lives in sacrifice, caring, doing right, and doing nothing out of selfishness.

Examples:

1. Right attitude toward the Father and His will

2. Right attitude toward giving of oneself for God’s purpose

3. Right attitude toward sin and rebellion

4. Right attitude in obeying God at any cost

5. Right attitude in humbling oneself before God our Father

6. Right attitude toward the world system

7. Right attitude toward false doctrine

8. Right attitude toward God and the fear of the Lord

9. Right attitude toward all we may have to leave behind

A right attitude allows God to bless and protect as we work out our salvation with fear and trembling. 
It also allows God to work in us His will and purposes for His good pleasure.

THIRD: Let the record show, WE ARE SEPARATED UNTO GOD WITH PURPOSE
1. To cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit
2. Perfecting holiness in the fear of the Lord

Note: We must break away from anything that would cause us to compromise in an ungodly way.

We must put to death our sinful desires by renouncing them and embracing the power of the cross and the Holy Spirit daily as our source of victory and holiness.

FORTH: Let the record show, WE ARE POSITIONED TO HAVE THE PROMISES OF GOD’S WORD

 II Cor. 6:17-18
Therefore, “come out from among them and be separate, says the Lord. 

Do not touch what is unclean. And I will receive you.

I will be a Father to you,

And you shall be My sons and daughters.

Says the Lord Almighty.”
For God’s has said:

I will receive you!

I will be a Father unto you!

You will be My sons and daughters!

Says the Lord Almighty!

Lord Almighty, (Gr. Pantokrator) used here and in Rev.

Meaning, “One who has all power contradistinction from idols that are weak and powerless.”  
CONCLUSION: Let the record show, GOD WILL KEEP AND PROTECT HIS CHILDREN
