ONE: The sign of Emmanuel (God with us)

Isaiah 7:12-16 (14) 

“Therefore, the Lord Himself will give you a sign: Behold the virgin shall conceive and bear a Son, and call His name Immanuel”
NOTE: The ultimate fulfillment of this prophecy was realized in the birth of Jesus Christ by the virgin Mary. (Mt. 1:23)

SECOND: The birth of the Messianic King

Isaiah 9:1-12 (6-7)

The Messiah would be an heir to the throne of David Isa. 9:7

The Messiah would be anointed and eternal Ps. 45:6-7; 102:25-27

The Messiah would be born in Bethlehem Mc. 5:2

The Messiah would be born of a virgin Isa. 7:14
The Messiah’s birth would cause the slaughter of children Jer. 32:15

The Messiah would also come from Egypt Hos. 11:1

You rescue the impoverished and powerless who call on you. Save their lives and spare them from violence.
D.  A Perpetual kingdom (15-17)  
Prayerful thoughts:
Feed our world. Cause our cities to flourish. Make your name famous for all time. You bless every nation.

You alone do miracles. I won’t stop telling you thanks. Show your splendor to the whole earth. Amen!
