I Kings 18:42b-45 NKJV

Conditions to be met for our prayers to be effective.

1. Our prayers will not be answered unless we have a sincere, true faith. 

Mk. 9:23 Jesus said to him, “if you can believe, all things are possible to him who believers.”

Heb. 10:22 let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.

Jas. 1:6 But let him ask in faith, with no doubting, for he who doubts is like a wave of the sea driven and tossed by the wind.

Jas. 5:15 And the prayer of faith will save the sick, and the Lord will raise him up. And if he has committed sins, he will be forgiven.  

2. Our authority in prayer is Jesus’ name. Jesus Himself expressed this principle when He said: 

St. John 14:13-14 “And whatever you ask in My name, that I will do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son.

If you ask anything in My Name I will do it.”

3. Prayer is effective when it is in harmony with or in agreement with God’s will and word. 

St. John 5:14 Afterward Jesus found him in the temple, and said to him, “See you have been made well. Sin no more, lest a worse thing come upon you.”

4. Prayer must always be in agreement with God’s will, and we must be living in harmony with God’s will if we expect God to hear and answer our prayers. 

I John 3:22 And whatever we ask we receive from Him, because we keep His commandments and do those things that are pleasing in His sight.

Jas. 5:16-18 Confess your trespasses to one another, that you may be healed. The effective, fervent prayer of a righteous man avails much.

Elijah was a man with a nature like ours, and he prayed earnestly that it would not rain; and it did not rain on the land for three years and six months.

And he prayed again, and the heavens gave rain, and the earth produced its fruit.

Ps. 34:13-14 Keep your tongue from evil, and your lips from speaking deceit.

Depart from evil and do good; Seek peace and pursue it. 

5. For prayer to be effective it must be persistent and in faith.                     

Mt. 7:7-8 Ask, and it shall be given you, seek, and you shall find; knock, and it shall be opened to you.

For everyone who asks receives, and he who seeks finds, and to him who knocks, it will be opened.

Col. 4:2 Continue earnestly in prayer, being vigilant in it with thanksgiving;

I Thess. 5:17 Pray without ceasing.

Ex. 17:11 And so it was, when Moses held up his hand, that Israel prevailed; and when he let down his hand, Amalek prevailed.

We must pray without ceasing in faith to see our nation (s) return to the principles of God’s word.
