11 20 2016   IS REVIVAL COMING?
The believer is to pray to be revived and prepare to receive from the Lord all He has in store.

If revival is coming, then what is revival?

The word revival: 
1. The act of reviving or the condition of being revived. 

2. The bringing or coming back into use, attention, or being, after a decline.
3. Restoration to vigor or activity.

4. A coming or bringing back to life or consciousness

5. A stirring up of religious faith among those who have been indifferent, usually by dramatic, fervid preaching and meetings.

6. A meeting characterized:

A. By fervid (hot; burning; glowing) preaching
B. Public confession of sins
C. Profession of renewed faith
D. Arousing religious beliefs
E. A series of such meetings
Psalm 85: 1-13 (6) 
“Will You not revive us again, 
That Your people may rejoice in You?”

Note: This psalm is a community lament because of God’s displeasure over the people’s unfaithfulness.

1. The people singing this are seeking forgiveness for the whole people.

2. Asking God to show the steadfast love and faithfulness he proclaimed.
The church must be in prayer asking God to do just that “Revive us.”

QUESTION: What about America?

The church in America will experience “revival” when and if the church, 
1. Become more acquainted with the Holy Spirit

2. Become more sensitive to the Holy Spirit

3. Learn to cooperate with the Holy Spirit 
His church, not an institution, not a denomination, or building, but, a living spiritual organism, His body, every person who has been “born again.” 

St. John 3: 1-8 (7-8)
“Do not marvel that I said to you, you must be born again.

The wind blows where it wishes, and you hear the sound of it but cannot tell where it comes from and where it goes. So is everyone who is born of the Spirit.”

Note: As the wind, though unseen, is identified by its activities and sounds, so also the Holy Spirit is observed by His activity in and effect on those who are “born again.”  

Here Jesus explains the “born again” experience; he likens it to the wind which comes and goes, but is impossible to tell exactly how.

It is a spiritual birth so it cannot be explained intellectually.

Revival comes when people “born again” do these things:

1. Get to know the Holy Spirit

2. Learn to enter God’s presence

3. Here God’s voice clearly

4. Choose to go deeper with the Lord 
Benefits of Salvation:
1. Deliverance from enemies (Lu. 1:71, 74; I John 5:19)

2. Mercy from God (Lu. 1:72; Tit. 3:4-5; Eph. 2:4-9)

3. Justification by faith (Lu. 1:72-73; Gal. 3:6-15)

4. Peace with God (Lu. 1;74; Ro. 5:1-11; Eph. 2:14-18)

5. Holiness and righteousness (Lu. 1:75; Eph. 4:24; Tit. 2:11-12)

6. Reconciliation to God (Lu. 1;77; II Cor. 5:14-21; Col. 1:20)

7. Light and guidance (Lu. 1:79; I John 1:7; St. John 16:7-14)  
PRAYER: Lord, stop any anger toward us!
Don’t burn against us forever.

Revive and rebuild us so we can find joy in You once again.

Let us experience Your merciful gift of salvation.
