6 25 2017    THE PROMISES OF ROMANS CHAPTER EIGHT
The book of Romans is the believers “Handbook” meaning Paul wrote this epistle with emphases that effect the believer.

1. Paul writing this most systematically theological work of the New Testament. 
2. Paul writes in a question and answer or debating style, as in a court room. (Ro. 3:1, 4-6, 9, 31)
3. Paul uses the authority of the Old Testament Scriptures to present the Gospel.  
4. Paul presents “the righteousness of God” as the core revelation of the Gospel. (Ro. 1:16-17) 
5. Paul focuses on the two-fold nature of sin, personal transgression, and the principle of sin, God’s provision in Christ. (Ro. 1:1-5, 11; 5:12-8:39)

6. Paul’s writing in chapter eight is the most extensive in the New Testament on the role of the Holy Spirit in the life of the believer. 

7. Paul writes about the Jews rejection apart from a remnant, of Christ, and God’s redemption of Israel. (Ro. 9-11)

Chapter Eight: A new law of the Holy Spirit in the believer, giving deliverance from sinful nature. The full results of the Gospel in the believers and their security. 

It is the unspeakable comfort of all those who are in Christ Jesus that no condemnation remains to them, and that the indwelling Holy Spirit does in the believer what the law never could not do. 

The Holy Spirit:

1. Gives deliverance from the power of sin

2. Makes the believer alive for service

3. Imparts the believer with assurance

4. Inspires the believer to pray

The Holy Spirit and Promises: Ro. 8:18, 26, 28, 30, 31, 32, 37, 38, 39 

1. Glory-Reflectors

Ro. 8:18

For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are “not worthy” to be compared with the glory that is to be revealed to us.

2. Instructed in Prayer

Ro. 8:26

And in the same way the Spirit also helps our weaknesses, for we do not know how to pray as we should, but the Spirit “Himself” intercedes for us with groanings “too deep for words.”
3. God’s Mysterious Way

Ro. 8:28

And we know that God causes all things to work together for good to those who love God, to those who are called according to His purpose.
4. Doctrine and Truth

Ro. 8:30

And whom He predestined, these He also called; and whom He called, these He also justified; and whom He also justified, these He also glorified.
5. The Physical Realm

Ro. 8:31, 33

What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who is against us?

Who will bring a charge against God’s elect? God is the one who justifies;

6. The Temporal Realm 

Ro. 8:32

He who did not spare His own Son, but delivered Him up “for us all,”  how will He not also with Him freely give us “all things?” 

7. Triumph Over Adversaries

Ro. 8:37

But in “all these things” we overwhelmingly conquer through Him who loved us.

8. God’s Love Ever-present 

Ro. 8:38-39

For I am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor things to come, nor powers,

Nor heights, nor depths, nor any other thing, shall be able to separate “us” from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

CONCLUSION: 
1. The Holy Spirit deals with the fall of man, the law, reconciliation, and gives assuring promises to the believer’s security.
2. God’s love is eternal, His wisdom and power are supreme. He will guide and protect you until you one day stand in His presence., 

3. The book of Romans is more than a theological explanation of God’s redeeming grace- it is also a letter of comfort and confidence addressed to you.
