Introduction:

The church-world needs a fresh “Revelation of the fear of the LORD”

The church is effected by its relationship with the Lord, how we fear or do not fear the LORD.

1. Our conduct

2. The way of life

The Scriptures are clear about our fearing the Lord.

FIRST: Abraham (Gen. 20:11)
And Abraham said, “because I thought, surely the fear of the God is not in this place” and they will kill me because of my wife.

Considerations:

1. When we do not fear the Lord as we should, it is possible to allow things to go on in our lives that would not if we had a greater sense of “the fear of the Lord.”
2. We do things unlawful because we do not understand the “fear of the Lord.” (Recognize God’s awareness)

3. Abraham thought he could tell a half truth and be no consequences because he thought God’s presence was not in this place. 

SECOND: Midwives (Ex. 1:17)

But the midwives feared God, and did not do as the King of Egypt commanded them, but saved the male children alive.

1. The midwives feared God

2. The midwives kept God’s law

3. The midwives obeyed God completely

The answer to abortion is not more laws but a “fear of the lord”, which our society and this includes some who claim to be part of the body of Christ.

1. Sin abounds in a nation where there is no “Fear of the Lord”

2. Our nation needs a fresh “fear of the Lord”
WHAT IS THE FEAR OF THE LORD?

1. To fear the Lord is to regard Him and His word as the final authority.

2. To reverence Him above all else.

3. Stand in awe of His presence

Without a fresh revelation of “the fear of the Lord,” we will never see the glory of God.

THIRD: Church of Acts (Acts 2:42-43)

And they continued steadfast in the apostle’s doctrine and fellowship, in the breaking of bread, and in prayers,

Then fear came upon every soul, and many wonders and signs were done through the apostles.

1. Fear came upon the believers

2. The wonders followed the “fear of the Lord.”

INSTRUCTION:

A. We must fear the Lord first

B. Obey God’s word

C. Expect God to manifest His presence

FORTH: Correction among the church (Acts 5:1-12 (11)

So great fear came upon all the church and upon all who heard these things.

Lack of “Fear of the Lord”

A. They kept back part of the proceeds

B. They attempted to deceive the apostles

C. They allowed Satan to fill their hearts to sin

D. They lied to God the Holy Spirit

E. They died in their sins

All these who heard these things feared God. (verse 11)

Fear of the Lord produces great things!

And through the hands of the apostles many signs and wonders were done among the people. And they were all in one accord in Solomon’s Porch.  (Verse 12)

Things the fear of the Lord brought about in the church

1. The fear of the Lord brought correction

2. The fear of the Lord brought unity among the believers

3. The fear of the Lord brought signs and wonders
