3. Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death?

4. Therefore, we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

5. For if we have been united together in the likeness of His death, certainly we also shall be in the likeness of His resurrection.

“And the fellowship of His sufferings” (regarding our trust and faith placed in what Jesus Christ did for us at the Cross)
“being conformed to His death” (to conform to what Jesus Christ did at the Cross, understanding that this is the means of salvation, holiness and sanctification)   
11. “If, by any means, I may attain to the resurrection from the dead.” (This does not refer to the coming resurrection, but rather the believing sinner being baptized into the death of Christ, [refers to the Crucifixion], and raised in newness of life, which gives victory over all sin.) (Ro. 6;3-5, 11, 14)
