9 10 2017                  SIN SHALL NOT HAVE DOMINION!
The Bible teaches,

“So then faith comes by hearing and hearing by the word of God.”

We also know that faith must have an object.

The difference between faith in the right or wrong object will determines overcoming or defeat.

Overcoming simply meaning, not allowing sin to rule in one’s life.

Defeat simply meaning, allowing sin to rule in one’s life.

We will be dealing with the “sin nature.”

When Jesus died on the Cross as God’s ultimate sacrifice; He died to overcome the sin nature and the acts of sin for everyone who would put their faith in Him.

TEXT: Romans 6:1-23 NKJV

Background: Ro. 5:20-21

20. “Moreover, the law entered that the offense might abound. But where sin abounded, grace abounded much more, 

21. So that as sin reigned in death, even so grace might reign through righteousness to eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.”

NOTE: The law of Moses, that the offense might be identified. Where sin increased, grace super-abounded, and then some on top of that. 
Every believer faces:

1. The principle of sin

2. The power of sin

3. The presence of sin

TEXT: Romans 6:1-14

Fourteen: “the sin nature”
Two: “the act of sin”

Exposition: 

1. “What shall we say?” (This is meant to direct attention to           Ro. 5:20-21)                                                                                    “Shall we continue in sin that grace may abound?”                                                                                          (Just because grace is greater than sin doesn’t mean that the believer has a license to sin. 

2. “Certainly not! or God forbid!” (let not such a thing occur.) “How shall we who died to sin” (the sin nature) “live any longer in it?” (This is what the believer is in Christ) 

3. “Or do you not know as many of us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death?” (When Christ died on the Cross, in the mind of God, we died with Him. He became our substitute, and our identification with Him in His death gives us all the benefits for which He died; the idea is that He did all for us!)

4. “Therefore, we were buried with Him through baptism into death,” (not only did we die with Him, but we were buried with Him as well, which means that all the sin and transgression of the past were buried; when they put Him in the tomb, they put all of our sins into that tomb as well)                                         “that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.”           (we died with Him, we were buried with Him, and His Resurrection was our Resurrection to a newness of life.)   
5. “For if we have been united together in the likeness of His death,” (Paul proclaims the Cross as the instrument through which all blessings come; consequently, the cross must ever be the object of our faith, which gives the holy Spirit latitude to work within our lives) “Certainly we also shall be in the likeness of His resurrection.” (we can have the likeness of His resurrection, or live this resurrected life, only as long as we understand the likeness of His death, which refers to the cross as the means by which all of this is accomplished.)

6. “Knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him,”         (all that we were before conversion)                                         “that the body of sin might be done away with,                       (the power of sin broken)                                                                                      “that we should no longer be slaves to sin.”                             (the guilt of sin is removed at conversion, because the sin nature, no longer rules within our hearts and lives.) 
7. “For he who has died” (He was our substitute, and in the mind of God we died with Him upon believing faith)                         “has been freed from sin.”                                                              (set free from the bondage of the sin nature).

8. “Now if we died with Christ,” (baptized into the death of Christ) “we believe that we shall also live with Him.                         (have resurrection life, which is more abundant life.)

9. Knowing that Christ, having been raised from the dead, dies no more,                                                                                             (means that His work was a finished work, and will require nothing else;)                                                                                  death no longer has dominion over Him.”                          (because all sin has been atoned; in as much as dominion over Him, it has no more dominion over us; this means that the power of the sin nature is broken).     
10  “For the death that He died, He died to sin once for all;”           (He died unto the sin nature, once, for all)                                    “but the life that he lives, he lives to God.”                              (refers to the fact that all life comes from God, and that we receive that life by virtue of the cross and our faith in that finished work). 

11 “Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to (the) sin once for all; (while the sin nature is not dead, we are dead unto the sin nature of the cross and our faith in that sacrifice, but only as long as our faith continues in the cross), “but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord.”                                                                 (living the resurrected life through His finished work at Calvary)

12 . “Therefore, do not let sin reign in your mortal body,”      (showing that the sin nature once again can rule in the heart and life of the believer; if the believer doesn’t constantly look to Christ and the cross; the mortal body is neutral, which means it can be used for righteousness or unrighteousness).                                               “that you should obey it in its lusts.”                                        (ungodly lusts are carried out through the mortal body; if faith is not maintained in the cross). (I Cor. 1:17-18)

13 . “And do not present your members as instruments of unrighteousness to sin,” (the sin nature)                                       “but present yourselves to God as being alive from the dead,”                                          (yield ourselves to God  and Christ’s sacrifice at the cross, which guarantees victory over the sin nature).                                                                                   “and your members as instruments of righteousness to God.” (the work of the Holy Spirit in the believer is from day to day as we have faith in the finished work of Christ). 
14 . “For sin shall not have dominion over you,” (the sin nature will not have dominion over us if we as believers continue to exercise faith in the cross of Christ; otherwise, the sin nature most definitely will have dominion over the believer). “for you are not under law.” (means if you try to live this life by any means of law, no matter how good that law might be in its own right, we will conclude by the sin nature having dominion over us). “but under grace.” (the grace of God flows to the believer on an unending basis only as long as the believer exercises faith in Christ and what He did at the cross; grace is merely the goodness of God exercised by and through the Holy Spirit, and given to undeserving saints).
