Text: St. Matt. 4:18-22

“And Jesus, walking by the sea of Galilee, saw two brothers, Simon called Peter, and Andrew his brother, casting a net into the sea; for they were fishermen.

19. Then he said to them,“Follow me, and I will make you fishes of men.

20. They immediately left their nets and followed Him.

21. Going on from there, He saw two brothers, James the son of Zebedee, and John his brother, in the boat with Zebedee their father, mending their nets. He called them,

22. and immediately they left the boat and their father, and follow Him.”

NOTES: Called by a King, to work in a Kingdom
Jesus Christ is entitled to the kingdom because of two things, He   descended from Abraham and David.

St. Mt. 1:1

“The book of the genealogy of Jesus Christ, the Son of David, the Son of Abraham.”

Son of David, indicates that Christ is the Son in whom the royal and Messianic hopes were to be realized.

St. Lu. 1:31-33

“And behold you will conceive in your womb and bring forth a Son, and shall call His name Jesus.
He will be great, and will be called the Son of the Highest; and the Lord God will give Him the throne of His father David.

And He will reign over the house of Jacob forever, and of His kingdom there will be no end.”

Signs of the Kingdom:

1. Power over disease of the body (Mt. 8:1-15)  

2. Power over the minds of men (Mt. 8:18-22)
3. Power over lost faculties (Mt. 9:27-31)

4. Power to forgive sins (Mt. 9:1-8)

5. Power over nature (Mt. 8:23-27)
6. Power over death (Mt. 9:18-26)

NOTES:
“Walking by the sea” of Galilee
Two brothers: 

Simon (hearing) called Peter(a rock or stone) by the King Himself
Andrew (manliness)

TWO OTHER BROTHERS:

James (supplanter, grabbing by the heel)
John (Jehovah hath been gracious) 

Their father Zebedee (Jehovah is gift or the gift of God)  

THREE THINGS OF IMPORTANCE:

1. Follow Me

2. I will make you

3. Fishers of men

FIRST: Follow Me (Become disciples)
These men already knew Jesus

St. John 1:40-42

40. Andrew, Simon’s brother, was one of these men who heard what John said and then followed Jesus. 

41. Andrew went to find his brother, Simon, and told him, “we have found the Messiah” (which means Christ)
42. Then Andrew brought Simon to meet Jesus. Looking intently at Simon, Jesus said, “Your name is Simon, son of John-but you shall be called Cephas (which means Peter)

1. They knew Jesus and were willing to follow Him.

2. They believed following Him would change their lives.

3. They were the first disciples to work with Jesus.

4. They did not make excuses why it was not a good time.

5. We must be like the disciples and respond at once.

SECOND: I will make you
Through His preaching (That they might be committed)

Through His teaching (That they might understand)

Through His healing (That they might know wholeness)

Jesus did not draft them, force them, or ask them to volunteer; He chose them to serve Him in a “special way.”
Special way, remember He is the Messiah, their King, the Son of God, the Christ!

THIRD: Fishers of Men:

To be chosen to serve is a privilege and honor.

He sent them Matt. 10:1-42

He empowered them

He used them

WARNING AND INSTRUCTION:

Threats: The truth will be revealed (10:25)

Physical harm: Our souls cannot be harmed (10:28)

Public ridicule: God, will acknowledge us if we acknowledge Him (10:32)
Rejected by others: God’s love will sustain us (10:31)     

TRADITION:

Andrew, first missionary

Preached in Jerusalem

He is considered the grandfather of Pentecost converts. 

He was crucified for the cause of Christ on a cross in the form of an X.
Simon Peter, brother of Andrew

 the man who fell and rose again

The Big Fisherman

Impulsive (Mt. 14:28)

Tenderhearted and affectionate (Mt. 26:75)
Gifted with spiritual insight (Jn. 6:68)

Immovable in his convictions (Act 4:19-20)

Preached the first sermon recorded in the book of Act (Acts 2:14-39)
Several missionary trips

Writes two epistles

I Pet. 1: 1-2 NLT

1. “This letter is from Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ.                                                  I am writing to God’s chosen people who are living as foreigners in the provinces of Pontus, Galatia, Cappadocia, Asia, and Bithynia.

      2. God the Father knew you and chose you long ago, and His Spirit has made you holy. As a result, you have obeyed Him and have been cleansed by the blood of Jesus Christ.                                                                        May God give you more and more grace and peace.”

TRADITION:

He did not feel he could dye as his Master, so he begged his crucifiers to hang him upside down on the cross.

James, the brother of John, son of Zebedee  

Son of thunder

Special intimacy with Christ

Martyred by Herod Agrippa

The first apostle to give his life for Christ

John, the brother of James, son of Zebedee

Son of thunder

The disciple whom Jesus loved

The youngest of the disciples

Named as a son of “Boanerges” because of his prophetic zeal and resolution to witness for Christ.

He was entrusted with Jesus’ mother

He wrote the gospel after his name, three epistles, and the book of Rev.

John writes: His first epistle 1:1-3

We have seen Him with our eyes

Our hands have handled Him 

We bear witness of this life

He is that eternal life

He was manifested to us

We declare Him to you 

John writes: first epistle of John 4:7-8 NKJV
7. “Beloved, let us love one another, for love is of God; and everyone who loves is born of God and knows God.

8. He who does not love does not know God, for God is love.”

  CONCLUSION: St. Matt. 4: 20, 22
Simon and Andrew, 
20. “They immediately left their nets (personal business) and followed Him”
James and John:

22. “and immediately they left the boat and their father (their personal business and relationships), and followed Him.”

APPLICATION:

Fishers of Men

One may be a pastor, evangelist, missionary, writer, teacher, deacon, or layman, but if he or she is not actually seeking and endeavoring to bring others to Christ, they are not fulfilling the work God has called them to as His special people.
