The New Testament emphasizes several truths concerning Christ’s death on the cross for humanity. 
St. John 3:16

“For God so loved the world that he gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believers in Him shall not perish but have everlasting life.”

The work of Christ to purchase you:

1. Christ’s death was a SACRIFICE, an offering of His blood, His life.                    (I Cor. 5:7; II Cor. 5:21; Eph.5:2)

2. Christ’s death was VICARIOUS, He died not for His own sake, but for the sake of others.                                                                                                       (Ro. 5:8; 8:32; Mark 10:45; Eph.5:2)
3. Christ’s death was SUBSTITUTIONARY, Christ suffered death as the penalty for our sin, as our substitute.  
          (Ro. 6:23)

4. Christ’s death was PROPITIATORY, Christ’s death for sinners satisfied God’s righteous nature and His moral order, thereby removing His wrath against the sinner. Through propitiation in Christ’s blood, God’s holiness remained uncompromised and He was able to justly manifest His grace and love in salvation.                                                                                                                    (II Cor. 5:19; Jn. 3:16; Ro. 5:8; 8:3, 32; I Cor. 8:6; Eph. 4:4-6)  
5. Christ’s death was EXPIATORY, a sacrifice to atone or make reparation for sin. As expiation, the sacrifice is directed towards annulling guilt. By Christ’s death the guilt and power of sin that separate God and the believer were annulled.
6. Christ’s death was EFFICACIOUS, His atoning death has within itself the power to produce the full desired effect of redemption when appropriated by faith. 

7. Christ’s death was VICTORIOUS, on the cross Christ fought against and was triumphant over the power of sin, Satan, and if his demonic host that held people captive. His death was the initial victory over the spiritual enemies of both God and man.                                                       (Ro. 8:3; John 12:31-32; Col.; 2:15)

CONCLUSION:

Christ’s death is redemptive. By the ransom of His own life.                                         (I Pet.1:18-19)

Christ liberated us from the enemies that held mankind in bondage, sin and death. (Ro. 6:6; I Cor. 15:54-57; II Tim. 1:10)

Christ’s death made us free to serve God accomplishing His will.                            (Ro. 6:18)   

Christ’s sacrifice is potentially for all of mankind, but only actually, for individuals who by faith accept Jesus Christ and His death for them.
