The book of Psalms is the largest book in the Bible. It explores the full range of human experience in a very personal and practical way. It’s 150 songs run from creation through the patriarchs, theocratic and monarchical periods and those following.  Songs of jubilation, war, peace, worship, judgment, messianic prophecy, praise, and lament. Psalms were the hymnbook and devotional guide for the Jewish people. Songs accompanied with stringed instruments found in the temple worship of God. 

There are two ways of man. 
The way ordered by God leading to blessing, prosperity and peace. 

The way ungodly and leading to a terrible doom.

Therefore, there is the godly and the ungodly.
Text: Psalm 1 NKJV
The ungodly Vs. 1, 4

The godly V 2
Promise: V 3
“He shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bring forth its fruit in its season, whose leaf shall not wither; and whatever he does shall prosper.” 

EXAMPLE: 
Jesus Christ is our great example, He was the typical “Blessed Man” who delighted in doing the Father’s will. 

Psalm 1:1

“Blessed is the man”
Who WALKS not in the counsel of the wicked

Who STANDS not in the path of sinners

Who SITS not in the seat of the scornful

Prov. 4:14 NKJV
“Do not enter the path of the wicked, and do not walk in the way of evil.”

TEXT: Psalm 1:2
“His delight, 

In the law of the Lord,
He meditates day and night”
Results:

1. He shall be like a tree

2. He shall be planted

3. He shall bring forth fruit 

4. He shall prosper

ONLY TWO WAYS TO WALK:
The way of the righteous

The way of the ungodly

NOTE: As you read through the Psalms, the wicked become abased and the righteous exalted.

Psalm 1: 5-6 NKJV
“Therefore, the ungodly shall not stand in the judgment, nor sinners in the congregation of the righteous.

For the Lord knows the way of the righteous, but the way of the ungodly shall perish.”

EXAMPLES:
More than 50 times the righteous are mentioned in the Psalms   
Psalm 5 NKJV
WAY OF THE UNGODLY:

Psalm 10:4-11 NKJV
“The wicked in his proud countenance does not seek God; God is in none of his thoughts

His ways are  always prospering; Your judgments are far above, out of his sight; 

As for his enemies, he sneers at them.

He has said in his heart, I shall not be moved;

I shall never be in adversity.

His mouth is full of cursing and deceit and oppression

Under his tongue is trouble and iniquity.

He sits in the lurking places he murders the innocent;

His eyes are secretly fixed on the helpless.

He lies in wait secretly, as a lion in his den;

He lies in wait to catch the poor;

He catches the poor when he draws them into his net.

So he crouches, he lies low, that the helpless may fall by his strength.”  

CALL OF THE RIGHTEOUS:
Respond LORD!

Psalm 10:12-18 NKJV
“Arise, O LORD!
O God lift up YOUR hand!

Do not forget the humble.

Why do the wicked renounce God?

He has said in his heart,

YOU will not require an account.

But YOU have seen, for YOU observe trouble and grief.

To repay it by YOUR hand.

The helpless commits himself to YOU;

YOU are the helper of the fatherless.

Break the arm of the wicked until YOU find none.

The LORD is king forever and ever;

The nations have perished out of HIS land.

LORD, YOU have heard the desire of the humble;

YOU will cause YOUR ear to hear,

To do justice to the fatherless and to the oppressed,

That the man of the earth may oppress no more.”  

CONCLUSION:

Isaiah 26:3 NKJV
YOU will keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is stayed on YOU,

Because he trusts in YOU.”

I Peter 5:6-11 NKJV
Psalm 1:2b

“In the law he meditated day and night”
