(Receiving Jesus and the Holy Spirit)

Text: St. Matt. 3:13-17 READ (Lu. 1:39-45) 
The life of Jesus Christ is vital for us to understand the operation of the Holy Spirit in the life of believers.

FIRST: The Holy Spirit is involved throughout the Scriptures

1. The Holy Spirit inspired the Scriptures

2. The Holy Spirit works within the Scriptures

3. The Holy Spirit working to fulfill the Scriptures

4. The Holy Spirit empowers and gifts man to fulfill God’s plans

A. Gen. 1:2 “The Spirit of God moved upon the face of the water”

B. Mal. 4:5 “I will send you Elijah the prophet”
C. St. Mat. 3:16 “He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove” 

SECOND: The Spirit of God was always in the life of Jesus

A. From His conception (St. Luke 1:34-38)
B. His birth (St. Luke 2:7; 8-14)
C. His life (St. Luke 2: 41-52)
From His time subject to His earthly father Joseph, until His public ministry was about 18 years, a time of preparation for His ministry.

“And Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, and in favor with God and man.”

THIRD: Jesus was filled with the Holy Spirit for a purpose 
A. To declare the kingdom (St. Mark 1:15)
B. To call men to repentance (St. Mark 1:15)
C. Declare the “good news” (St. Mark 1:15)

D. To fulfill Scripture (Acts 17:26; Eph. 1:10; Tit. 1:3) 
E. To heal and do mighty miracles (St. Luke 4:18-19)
F. To go to the cross and die (Heb. 9:14)
G. To rise again from the dead (St. John 10:15-18)
H. To baptize believers (Mark 1:7-8)
I. To send the Holy Spirit from the Father to the church                    (St. John 15-17; Acts 1:4-8)
FOURTH: The purpose of the Holy Spirit to those “born again” 
1. Teach and reveal Jesus (The Word) to believers as a result of their faith ( St. Mat. 16:13-20 (17)  

2. Take the things of Jesus Christ and give them to the believers    (St. John 14:25-26; 16:15)
3.  Bring conviction to the world                                                              (St. John 16:5-11)
4. Speak the words of Jesus to the believer (St. John 16:12-15)
5. The Holy Spirit glorifies Jesus (St. John 16:14)
The Holy Spirit has always worked within the plans and purposes of God. He will always work exclusively within the Scriptures refuting any extra biblical ideas about opposing truth and God’s inspired word.
