The work of Calvary is the central principle of the Christian faith.

“Jesus Christ and him, crucified” (I Cor. 2:1-5; Gal. 6:14)
“But God forbid that I should boast (glory) except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ by whom the world has been crucified to me, and I to the world”

TEXT: Col. 2: 1-10 (8-10)
“Beware lest anyone cheat you through philosophy and empty deceit, according to the traditions of men, according to the basic principles of the world, and not of Christ.
For in Him dwells all the fulness of the Godhead bodily;

And you are complete in Him, who is the head of all principality and power.” (rule and authority)
Complete in Him: (Col. 1:9-18; Eph. 1:19-20; Acts 2:22-36) 
 The satisfaction of every spiritual want is found in Christ and made possible through the finished work of Calvary.
Not philosophy: But Christ!
Paul warns to be on guard against all philosophy, religions, and traditions that emphasize man functioning independently from God and His written revelation. (Theology is reveled knowledge)
Today one of the greatest philosophical threats to Christianity is “secular humanism.” 

The humanist beliefs:
A. Humanism teaches that man, the universe, and all that exists consist only of matter and energy that have been shaped into their present form by impersonal chance.

B. Man has not been created by God

C. Rejects belief in a personal, infinite God

D. It rejects any knowledge apart from man’s discovery and man’s reasoning.

E. It seeks to modify or improve on man’s human behavior through education economic redistribution, modern psychology or human wisdom.

F. Moral standards are based on what makes people happy, brings pleasure, and seems good for society.

G. Considers man’s self-fulfillment to be the highest good of life.

H. Believes man should learn to cope with death and not depend upon a living God.

I. Humanism began with Satan in the Garden of Eden (Gen. 3:5)
Christian’s and basic needs:

1. Understand God will

2. Gain spiritual wisdom

3. Please and honor God

4.  Do kind things to others
5. Know God more and more

6. Be filled with God’s strength

7. Learn to endure by faith

8. Stay full of Christ’s joy

9. Always be thankful

All believers have these basic needs. Remember this was prayed by Paul when inspired by the Holy Spirit. (Col. 1:9-14)
The Colossian Heresy:

1. Spirit is good; matter is evil. (Col. 1:15-20)
God’s Word answers: God created heaven and earth for His glory! 
2. One must follow ceremonies, rituals, and restrictions, in order, to be saved or perfected. (Col. 2:11, 16-23; 3:11)
God’s Word answers: These were only shadows that ended when Christ came. He is all you need to be saved! 
3. One must deny the body and live in strict asceticism.               (Col. 2:20-23)
God’s Word answers: Asceticism (self-denial for some ideal) is no help in conquering evil thoughts and desires; instead, it leads to pride!  
4. Angels must be worshipped. (Col. 2:18)
God’s Word answers: Angels are not to be worshipped; Christ alone is worthy of worship!
5. Christ could not be human and divine. (Col. 1;15-20; 2;2, 3) 

God’s Word answers: Christ is God in the flesh; He is the eternal One, Head of the Body, first in everything, supreme! 
6. One must obtain secret knowledge, in order, to be saved or perfected, and this was not available to everyone. (Col.2:2, 18)
God’s Word answers: God’s secret is Christ, and He has been revealed to all!
7. One must adhere to human wisdom, tradition, and philosophies. (Col. 2;4, 8-10; 3:15-17)
God’s Word answers: By themselves, these can be misleading and shallow because they have human origin; instead, we should remember what Christ taught and follow His words as our ultimate authority!
8. It is better to combine aspects of several religions. (Col. 2:10)
God’s Word answers:  You have everything when you have Christ; He is all-sufficient!
9. There is nothing wrong with immorality. (Col. 3:1-11)
God’s Word answers: Get rid of sin and evil because you have been chosen by God to live a new life as a representative of the Lord Jesus Christ!

Christ is complete, we are to be complete!

The Lord Jesus Christ completed our Redemption!

There are three words for REDEMPTION in the New Testament

AGORAZO: The meaning, “To purchase in the market place”

EXAGORAZO: The meaning, “To purchase out of the market”

LUTROO: The meaning, “To loosen and set free”

Explanation: The scene is of a slave market, and the sinner is pictured as being in slavery, a bond-slave to sin, or as “sold under sin” (Ro. 7:14) 

Dominated by Satan and condemned (Eph. 2:2; Jn. 3:18)
Sentenced to die, for wages of sin is death (Ro. 6:23)
The Son of God took the place of the sinner-slave (Heb. 2:14)

Christ was made a CURSE for us and shed His BLOOD as the ransom-price of our REDEMPTION.  

He made the purchase in the market place for every sinner-slave, who was in bondage to sin, REDEMPTION provided for all.
He purchased us, (agorazo) by paying the price with His own blood

He took us out, (exagorazo) so we shall never again be for sale as a slave

He set us free from sin, (lutroo) from Satan unto God as bond-servants to God  
Col. 2: 8-15(13-14) NKJV

13. “And you, being dead in your trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made alive together with Him, having forgiven you all trespasses,

14. having wiped out the handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was contrary to us, and He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross.”

J. B. Phillips

You, who were spiritually dead because of your sins and your uncircumcision, God has now made to share in the very life of Christ! He has forgiven you all your sins: He has utterly wiped out the written evidence of broken commandments, which always hung over our heads, and, has completely annulled it by nailing it to the cross. 

Eph. 2:15-16 NKJV
15. “having abolished in His flesh the enmity, that is, the law of commandments contained in ordinances, so as, to create in Himself one new man from the two, thus making peace,

16. and that He might reconcile them both to God in one body through the cross, thereby putting to death the enmity.”                                (Heb. 9:23-28; 10:5-18)
Note: “handwriting of requirements” the same One who had the power to abolish, wipe out, has the power to destroy the works of the enemy.
CONCLUSION: 

II Samuel 12:1-15 NKJV

Psalms 51:1b and 9

“Blot out my transgressions” Heb. “Erase as a debt from a book”
“Blot out all my iniquities” (crooked or bent the wrong way)
It is the Lord who blots out sin and iniquity from His sight (Jer. 18:23)

David speaks of Christ: Acts 2:22-39 (25-31) 
These Scriptures refers to the Law of Moses.

David’s prayer was answered!
When God saw the sacrifice and the blood sprinkled on the mercy seat, He wiped out all the sins of every believer.

Atonement=reconciliation in the New Testament

(Heb. 10:7; Phil. 2:8; Eph. 1:7; Col. 1:14; Deut. 21:33; Gal. 3:13; Ro. 3:24; I Tim. 1:15; Tit. 3:8 additional reading)

Jesus Christ nailed them to the cross and there they were wiped away sin, past, present, and future, forever! 

The forth verse of the song At Calvary:

“Oh, the love that drew salvations plan! Oh, the grace that brought it down to man, Oh the mighty golf our God did span! At Calvary.

Mercy there was great, and grace was free; Pardon there was multiplied to me; There my soul found liberty, At Calvary.”
