When the presence of the Lord is in the house of His people, things immediately begin to happen as they should.

The word immediately is found 40 times in the book of Mark

Things to be seen:
1. Word of God preached

5. Revealed knowledge experienced 

6. People are delivered and go away free
7. The Lord is exalted and glorified

Verse one: Jesus was at home in Capernaum (ESV)
Meaning:  Capernaum means:                                                                                            “The village of consolation” “Village of comfort”
Console: To comfort, cheer up, especially by making up for a loss or disappointment.

Capernaum in Chaldean numerology is the number 8 (New beginning) 

Capernaum in Pythagorean numerology is the number 2 (witness)  
1. Jesus objective was to proclaim the word of God

Verse five: Jesus “saw their faith,” the faith of the four and likely the faith of the paralytic. (James 5:15) 
They let him down through the roof on his bed. The bed was proof the man needed to be healed.

When Jesus saw him: 
He did not let the debris keep Him from seeing their faith!      
“Your sins are forgiven” implies that in this case sin and sickness are related but also that, of the two, sin is the more fundamental problem. 

Though individual sin is not always the direct cause of a person’s disease or illness, ultimately all corruption and death result from the entrance of sin into the world. (St. John 9:2-3; Gen. 2:17; 3:16-19) 
Verse six: Scribes questioned in their heart: “God alone can forgive sin.”  
Verse seven: Therefore, Jesus is guilty of “Blasphemy,” which is punishable by death. (Lev. 24:10-23; Num. 15:30-31; Mark 14:62-64) 
Verse eight: Jesus perceived their thoughts, in the nature as a man He relied upon the Holy Spirit to aid Him. The discerning of spirits, word of knowledge, and word of wisdom, etc.

Verse nine-eleven: Jesus healing the paralytic verifies that He also has divine authority…to forgive sins.

Which is easier: 
1. On the surface, it is easy to say the words, “your sins are forgiven” because that is something invisible and impossible to disprove.

2. But, on the other hand, to say “take up your bed and walk” because, if the person does not get up, the one who said the words will be shown to have no authority to heal.

3. On a deeper level, however, it is harder, “to forgive sins,” because only God can forgive sins.

4. The logic here is that, since Jesus can do the visible miracle of healing the paralytic, this is evidence that He also has the power to do the invisible miracle, forgive sins. 
5. When we fully understand, will communicate His exalted authority. (Matt. 8:20; Dan. 7:13-14; Mark 2:28; 8:38; 14:62)
 “Take up your bed and walk”  
Verse twelve: But immediately he rose,   

The man was carried in on his bed, 
The man was let down on his bed, 

The man raised up from his bed,

The man went home carrying his bed!
When Jesus is at home in the house: 

All were amazed, and glorified God, saying,

“We never saw anything like this!” 
 CONCLUSION:

The healed paralytic who was in Capernaum did not leave the house   disappointed!
