1 9 2019                   Gifts of the Spirit Final (III and IV)
The gifts of the Spirit are an essential part of the “Full Gospel” message. The foundation for such thought is based in the fact the revelation of God’s Word is complete, and all the Word preached, taught, and the operation of all gifts of the Spirit will find their validity in accordance with the written Scripture.
I Cor. 15:1-3 (NLT)

1. “Let me now remind you, dear brothers and sisters, of the Good News I preached to you before. You welcomed it then, and you still stand firm in it. 

2. it is this Good News that saves you, if you continue to believe the message I told you-unless, of course, you believed something that never was true in the first place.
3. I passed on to you what was most important and what had also been passed on to me. Christ died for our sins, just as the Scriptures said.
4. He was buried, and He was raised from the dead on the third day, just as the Scriptures said.” 
Note: Because Jesus was about the Scriptures in all He did, we, must also be about the Scriptures, and work with the Holy Spirit to do all things He began to do, and to teach, according to the Scriptures.      (Acts 1:1-4)
Here in are some Notes: I Cor. 12, 13, 14 

I Cor. 12:1

“Now concerning Spiritual Gifts, Brethren, I do not want you to be ignorant.”
Note: Not to be ignorant of the gifts listed. Paul inspired by the Holy Spirit who wanted the entire Church to know about the gifts.

I Cor. 12:7

“But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to each one for the profit of  all.”
Note: The gifts manifested by the Holy Spirit must be able to function properly His way, that all the church will profit.

I Cor. 12: 8-10

8. “For to one is given “the word of wisdom” through the Spirit, another “the word of knowledge” through the same Spirit.” 

Note: The Holy Spirit is the One giving the gifts. These are given to carry on the instructions of Jesus. The wisdom acquires is to aid in information concerning the future, whether of people, places, or things. The word of knowledge concerns the past to present, relative to persons, places, or things; it is to be noted that it’s “The word of,” which means a small amount. It is the Holy Spirit who functions in all these gifts.
9. “To another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healings by the same Spirit,”
 Note: The Holy Spirit provided “Special faith” so the person praying for the sick can see them healed.
10. “to another the “working of miracles,” to another prophecy to another discerning of spirits, to another “different kinds of tongues,”  to another the “interpretation of tongues.”  

Note: The Holy Spirit will do extraordinary things using these gifts for edification, exhortation, and comfort. This has nothing to do with the office of prophet. The Holy Spirit helps us discern the spirit in operation both good and evil.

27. “Now you are the body of Christ, and members individually.”
Note: The body of Christ is the church, everyone in his own part.
28. “And God has appointed these in the church: first apostles, second prophets, third teachers, after that miracles, then gifts of healings, helps, administrations, varieties of tongues.”
Note: These gifts are to function along with other gifts in the church making the work of the Holy Spirit all conclusive throughout the body.  
29. “Are all apostles? Are all prophets? Are all teachers? Are all workers of miracles?”
Note: All the gifts are given and used by God as needed to accomplish His overall plan of redemption and to help His children.

30. “Do all have gifts of healings? Do all speak with tongues? Do all interpret?”
Note: All may speak in tongues after the baptism in the Holy Spirit, while at the same time not be used in “the gift of tongues.”
31. “But earnestly desire the best (greater) gifts. And yet I show you a “more excellent way.”
Note: The Holy Spirit desires to use believers to accomplish God’s will and in doing so, the believer who desires to be used will find the Holy Spirit bestowing gifts desired in and through them.   

11. “But one and the same Spirit works all these things, distributing to each one individually as He wills.”
Note: This means all the ability and power made manifest is the work   of the Holy Spirit and His power. All the gifts are given and used under the administration of the sovereign will of God through the person of the Holy Spirit. 
I Cor. 13:1-3

1. “Though I speak with the tongues of men and angels, but have not love, I have become sounding brass and a clanging cymbal.”
Note: it is clear the Holy Spirit is the One who initiates “the speaking in tongues” of any language given to believers. Without love, speaking is just clattering, likewise without love, preaching, teaching, and other gifts will not witness with a true believer. 

2. “And though I have the gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries and all knowledge, and though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, but have not love, I am nothing.”

Note: The Holy Spirit uses available believers and available believers must desire to be motivated by love. Without the witness of love and gifts, it is or becomes nothing. 
3. “And though I bestow all my goods to feed the poor, and give my body to be burned, but have not love, it prophets me nothing.”
Note: The Holy Spirit operates in love and motivates believers to do likewise or it can become works that motivate.
I Cor. 14: 26-40 (40) (NLT)
“But be sure that everything is done properly and in order.”

Note: The Holy Spirit at work in the church, will always be done in conjunction with God’s divine order. The gifts given to the church are from God and the Holy Spirit wills to bring, exhortation, comfort, and edification according to the written Scriptures. 

Edification: Moral instruction and improvement to believers
Comfort: Bring strength and hope to believers
Exhortation: To urge and admonish believers   
Prayer: That all be done according to the Scriptures and in the order of   the Holy Spirit. Amen!
