              GOD’S ETERNAL PLAN FOR MANKIND

Part 1 God’s eternal plan: INNATE QUESTIONS
An understanding of God’s eternal plan for mankind provides the answers to the five innate questions found in the heart of every person ever born.

The existence of all humanity evokes the Five-Fold Cry: 

Who made me? (where did I come from?)

Who is God?

What is the purpose of my life? (why did God make me?)

How can I fulfill my destiny?

After this life, what?

These questions are so simple that we stumble over them, yet so profound that if we cannot answer these, we simply exist without any true sense of direction or meaning for our lives.

Until we can properly answer these questions, we do not know we are a people of destiny, born at the exact time God intended that we be born. 
When we discover answers to these questions, our search for identity is over.
Solution: We know who God is and who He meant us to be.

As soon as a child is old enough, they begin to ask questions, they begin to wonder where they came from and who made them.

Many do not receive satisfactory answers to these questions in the schools and churches they attend.
These individuals may turn to drugs, promiscuous sex, even suicide, searching desperately for their identity.

Higher education and eastern religion are searched in hope of answering these innate questions satisfying their heart’s cry.

Only in God and His Word can the answers be found.

If not found, the person is often left frustrated and ends life hopelessly and in despair.
You are not here because of two people’s lust or love, but God knew you would be born and has a plan for your existence!

The answer is in God and His Word because we read the Godhead expressed a deep desire among themselves, a need for a recipient who would fill the need to respond to God’s love. 

Part 2 Eternal plan inspired: GOD IS LOVE 
I John 4:8
“He that knows not God…, for God is love.”
I John 4:16

“And we have known and believed the love that God has for us. God is love; and He that dwells in love dwells in God, and God in him.”
Agape {ag-ah’-pay}

Love is not merely an attribute of God’s character, but the essence of His being.  

The love nature of God caused Him to have a need: a need for a recipient and responder to His love. God needed a family beyond the members of the Godhead.

God made mankind and fellowshipped with them

God expressed His love to them

Man failed the love test by disobeying Him  

Part 3 Eternal plan initiated: THE HURT-LOVE OF GOD 
Eternity and Time

Rev. 1: 8, 11

“I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the ending…the first and the last.”
Before Time and the universe were created, the Godhead had completed Their eternal plan for a family. 

Time and the universe were merely the setting and stage for the drama of life already completed within the Godhead. 

The transactions that took place within the Godhead “before the foundation of the world” are the key to initiation of “God’s Eternal Plan.”
Eph. 3:9 KJV
“And to make all [men] see what [is] the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ:”
Because God is love, He needed someone to respond to His love. 

The Godhead said:
 Gen. 1:26
“Let Us make man in Our image.”

God expressed a need and a desire for a family, one into whom He could pour His very nature. 

His purpose for creating mankind was to have someone with whom to fellowship and share His love.

God did not create robots to automatically respond to His love but wanted a family who would choose to love Him.
In eternity the Godhead took an inter-theistic covenant and swore among Themselves that God‘s dream would be fulfilled.

The Godhead became totally involved in bringing to pass God’s dream for that family.

God revealed this covenant to Abraham, as the Book of Hebrews tells us: 

Heb. 6:13

“When God made a promise to Abraham, because He could swear by no greater, He swore by himself…”
Heb. 6:17
“Wherein God, willing more abundantly to shew unto the heirs of promise the immutability of His counsel, confirmed [it] by an oath:”

God needed no man to swear by; They swore by each other. Having confirmed the covenant with an oath in eternity, the Triune Godhead had initiated among Themselves Their dream for a family.

It cost the Godhead an incalculable suffering to bring Their love to us. One of our favorite Bible verses reveals the pain involved in bringing God’s love to man. 

St. John 3:16

“For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son that whosoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.”

This is a statement of Hurt-Love!

We cannot comprehend the suffering of God in eternity. Knowing man would fail the love test, the Word would have to become the sacrificial Lamb to redeem us unto Himself, God suffered that incalculable loss. Yet so great was God’s need for someone into whom He could pour His love that He proceeded to fulfill His dream to have a family.

The Word became the sacrificial Lamb in the heart of God, came to earth and we called Him Emmanuel, God with us! Jesus, Jehovah’s salvation!

The Word became the Lamb of God slain in God’s heart before the foundation of the world. (Rev. 5:12)
God gave us a beautiful eight-fold picture of His Lamb in the Scriptures.

The Lamb of PREDESTINATION (I Pet.1:18-20)
The Lamb of PARADISE (Gen. 3:21)
The Lamb of PROMISE (Gen. 22:8)
The Lamb of PASSOVER (Ex. 12)
The Lamb of PARDON (Lev; St. John 1:29)
The Lamb of PROPITIATION (Lev. 16; I John 2:2; 4:10; Ro. 3:25) 
The Lamb of PROPHECY (Isa. 53:7)    
The Lamb of PROVISION (Heb. 9:28)
The most wonderful story ever told is the story of God’s love for a family. 

God never wished for mankind to perish. 
Our names were written in “The Lamb’s Book of Life” before time and space. 

Eph. 1:4-5; Jer. 1:5; Ps. 139:15-16

Our names were only to be blotted out if we did not accept God’s eternal plan of salvation through Jesus Christ His Son. (Rev. 3:5)
The Triune Godhead:

The Triune Godhead is the name of the original Three parts or Personalities of the Godhead, the Three in One.

John 1:1 

“In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.” 
Gen. 1:2 
“And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters.”  

The Trinity:

The Trinity is the name of the Godhead after the Father expressed His desire to reproduce Himself. To this end the Trinity made a covenant among Themselves, an inter-theistic covenant.

The Word (who was willing to become Jesus on earth) was willing to become the Seed of God. God the Father brought the Son from out of Himself.

KENOSIS: Word became Son

John 3:16; Ps. 2:7; Phil. 2:5-6

The Spirit became the Breath of God, the life-giving agent.

Gen. 2:7 

The Remedy:
 What we have taught as the Gospel is the Remedy for the interruption that Satan made in God’s plan for a family.

The Son became the Lamb of God to take away the sin of the world.

The Spiritual Breath of God (The Holy Spirit) served the Father and Lamb.

The Holy Spirit became the Servant in bringing the revelation of the Hurt-Love of God, and the revelation of the Lamb to mankind.

It is through this Hurt-Love that God revealed His Eternal Plan to man.

Part 4 Eternal plan illuminated: PAUL’S REVELATION 
Not revealed to Adam and Eve

Not revealed to Noah

Not revealed to the Patriarchs

Not revealed to the Prophets

Not revealed to Moses and in the law

Not revealed to the apostles

But: God wrapped Himself up in human-kind and came and expressed the Father’s love through Jesus Christ His Son.
God’s Eternal Plan was not revealed through the Old Testament or while Jesus was here on earth.

God revealed His Eternal Plan to the apostle Paul

Eph. 1:3-15 (J.B. Phillip’s translation 1958)
“Praise be to God for giving us through Christ every possible spiritual benefit as citizens of heaven! For consider what He has done-before the foundation of the world, He chose us to become, in Christ, His holy and blameless children living within His constant care. He planned, in His purpose of love, that we should be adopted as His own children through Jesus Christ – that we might learn to praise that glorious generosity of His which has made us welcome in the everlasting love He bears toward the Son. It is through the Son, at the cost of His own blood, that we are redeemed, freely forgiven through that full and generous grace which has overflowed into our lives and opened our eyes to the truth. For God has allowed us to know the secret of His plan and it is this: He purposed in His sovereign will that all human history shall be consummated in Christ, that everything that exists in heaven or earth shall find its perfection and fulfillment in Him. And here is the staggering thing – that in all which will one day belong to Him, we have been promised a share (since we were long ago destined for this by the one who achieves His purposes by His sovereign will), so that we, as the first who had confidence in Christ, may bring praise to His glory! And you too trusted Him, when you had heard the message of truth, the Gospel of your salvation. And after you gave your confidence to Him you were, so to speak, stamped with the promised Holy Spirit as the guarantee of purchase, until the day when God completes the redemption of what He has paid for us as His own; and that will again be to the praise of His glory.”    
Paul further taught the church of Ephesus God’s plan.

Eph. 3:9-11 NIV

“…to make plain to everyone the administration of this mystery, which for ages past was hidden in God…His intent was that now, through the church, the manifold wisdom of God should be made known to the rulers and authorities in the heavenly realms, according to His eternal purpose which He accomplished in Christ Jesus our Lord.”
We have a spirit, but our human spirit was dead because of Adam’s sin.

Reality tells us that we are not born in the image of God as in the original creation. 

We have a soul made up of a mind, a will and emotions. 

The Bible says:

Our mind is carnal Ro. 8:7
Our will is rebellious Isa. 53:6
Our emotions are self-centered and warped Gal. 5:16-18
All these traits are contrary to the family spirit of God.
So, our spirit needs to be made alive to God and our souls need to be redeemed.

We were created in the image of God, but we lost that image through Adam’s sin of disobedience.

Jesus said: “If you love Me, keep My commandments.”
If we are to come into obedience to the commands of God, we have to be willing to suffer. 

Because our natures are contrary to the nature of God, the process of becoming like Him will cause suffering to our souls. 
1. When His will crosses ours, we begin to understand what it means to deny ourselves, take up the cross and follow Him. 

2. We must choose to give up our ways, our will, our work, our walk, our words, our worship and our warfare.

3. We must be willing to exchange our sinful nature for the nature of God.
4. We talk much about the baptism in the body of Christ, in water, in the Holy Spirit but not much in the baptism of suffering.

5. There is no way home without allowing the cross to destroy the self-life so that we can receive the family spirit of God.

6. When man is lacking the principle of true revelation, he will seek only that love which benefits him.

7. We need to know more about God than salvation and His benefits for us.

8. We need to understand who God is more important than what He does.

St. Matt. 10:38-39
“Whoever finds his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life for My sake will find it.”
Taking up the Cross: Gal. 6:14; Matt. 10:38-39
God’s will crosses with our will at the Cross of Calvary, and we choose to give up:
Our ways

Our will

Our worship

Our warfare

We glory in the Cross:
 Gal. 6:14
“But God forbid that I should boast except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the world has been crucified to me, and I to the world.”
Suffering for the cause of Christ: (the fourth baptism)

Self-Life denied in the Cross: Matt. 10:38-39
Jesus’ love for us eventually led Him to Calvary. Where do you think our love for Him will lead us?   

Part 5 Eternal plan individualized: PREDESTINATION 
Eph. 1:5

“Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the good pleasure of His will…”
Eph. 1:11

“In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of Him who works all things after the counsel of His will…” 
The church has taught that predestination meant pre-determined election: God has decided who would be saved and who would be damned. Some teach that individuals do not have a choice, that some will go to heaven and some will go to hell.
According to the Bible, predestination is what God planned for you before the foundation of the world.

Predestination Defined:

God’s Eternal plan for us is to be Holy. That is the plan and provision He has made for every individual: to be whole and complete in His love.

They were written there before the foundation of the world. From eternity God willed that no person on earth should perish. He recorded their name. 

God said to Jeremiah,

“Before I formed you in the womb, I knew you.”

“All the days ordained for me were written in Your book before one of them came to be.”

Why did you have to be saved?

What happened to you when Adam fell?

Why aren’t we in the Image of God now?

The Godhead before the creation of mankind

God inhabited eternity. [Isa. 57:15]
In eternity the Godhead was creating eons-ages.

Satan’s rebellion interrupted this process.

God split an eon (age) and called it TIME. 

TIME split eternity.

The beginning of TIME is Alpha. (Rev. 1:8,11)
In TIME God created the universe.

The Word says we go from eternity to eternity.

When TIME is no more (Omega) [Rev. 10:6] we will return to eternity with the Godhead.

FIRST: When we were made, we were neither moral nor immoral, but were created amoral. 

We had to make a choice.

God knew before He made us that man would fail the test of love and make the wrong choice.

He also knew that if He sent His love and placed it within us, He could give us the family spirit of God.

We cannot get that family spirit from anyone else.

SECOND: Reality tells us that we are not born in the Image of God as in the original creation.

We still have the potential for that image – we still have a spirit.

However, our human spirit is dead because of Adam’s sin.

We have a soul made up of a mind, a will, and emotions.

The Bible says our minds are carnal. (Ro. 8:7)
The Bible says our wills are rebellious. (Isa. 53:6)
The Bible teaches our emotions are warped. (Gal. 5:16-21)
We concern ourselves more with how we are offended than we do with how we offend.

The flesh is only interested in what brings gratification to self; emotionally, physically and materially.
All these traits are contrary to the family spirit of God.

So, our spirits must be made alive to God and our soul needs to be redeemed.

We were created in the Image of God, but we lost that image through the disobedience of Adam. (Ro. 5:12-21)
We cannot be in love with God without walking in obedience to Him.

Man created with a Body

The inner man consisted of spirit (living) and soul-mind, will, emotions.
The whole inner man was a sanctuary for God – His home.

There was no partition between man’s living soul: mind-pure; emotions-free; will-teachable. 
Man: in the Image of God
God placed man on the earth to give him His own character and bring him to maturity, develop man in His nature so that man could rule and reign with God.

Gen. 1:27
 “So, God created man in His Own Image; in the Image of God He created him; male and female created He them.” 
Gen. 5:1-2

“In the day that God created man, in the Likeness of God made He him; Male and female created He them; and blessed them, and called their name Adam, in the day they were created.”

Adam {aw-dawm’}- 1 man, mankind; man, human being; man, mankind (much more frequently intended sense in O.T.)

The Adam God created was both male and female: mankind. Subsequently God separated male and female genders within Adam into two beings.

Gen. 2:18

“And the Lord God said, it is not good that man should be alone; I will make him a help meet for him.”

Help meet: to help, succor or one who helps
Gen. 2:22

“And the rib, which the Lord God had taken from man, made He woman, and brought her unto the man.”

God’s divine intention in creating mankind was that male and female walk together as one in fellowship with God.

Gen. 2:23

“This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man.”

In the Hebrew, the word man has no gender to it, but is translated as our word mankind.

“And the Lord God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him an help meet for him.”

Now God is going to do surgery to separate mankind into two sexes. 

In mankind was “male” and “female”

We do not now understand “mankind”

When God made a help meet for Adam, He caused a deep sleep to fall upon him. Then He took from Adam’s rib, from that rib made woman and brought her to man. 

Adam said, “This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh.”
She shall be called woman because she was taken out of man!

God purpose was for the two to walk together with one another and fellowship with God.

God’s purpose was for them to be one!   

God ordained woman should be a “help meet” to man.

One of the meanings for “help meet” in Hebrew is “reflection”.
The woman was not called Eve until after the fall.

As God’s plan for redemption unfolds, we realize that to be a part of the Bride of Christ, we must be redeemed from that fallen “Eve” nature.
Christ is going to take a wife, but she is not going to be Eve.

We are born again in Christ who is called the Last Adam, to become one with Him, redeemed from the curse that came upon mankind through their disobedience.
History: Gen 3:1-15
Both genders of mankind were confronted by God and received separate judgments because of their wrongdoing. 
Through redemption there is neither male nor female in Christ. Both are married to Him.

Mankind’s choices before the fall:  
Adam and Eve had a choice between two trees:

The Tree of life – partake of God’s character and nature                                              (I want to walk with You)
The Tree of knowledge of Good and Evil – independence from God                            (I don’t want to walk with You)

Mankind after the Fall:
Adam was the federal head of all the government of God, so when he fell his seed fell.

We, as fallen man, are born in the image of the first Adam.

Gen. 5:3
“Adam begot sons in his own image.”

Body – mortal, corruptible, “dead”

Soul – soul is now corrupted: Mind – carnal; Emotions – warped;          Will – rebellious
Spirit – bound (chained) and dead – separated from God; a veil shuts off the inner part of man where God was to make His home.

Eph. 2:1
“You whom He has quickened who were dead in trespasses and sins.”

This is not the divine order for man and woman but the consequences of their fall. 

The subjection of women to men to greater or lesser extent in cultures throughout the ages are not God’s divine order but fallen man’s “doctrine of divine order.” 

The Fall:

Through his choice of disobedience, man became an immoral being. As man sinned in disobeying God, he literally fell down from his position in God’s Eternal Plan, the place where the Father was bringing him to maturity to rule and reign with Him forever. Adam lost the way home to Father’s house.
Mankind Redeemed:

Body – new

Soul – controlled by the Spirit of Christ: His Mind; His will; His emotions

Spirit – free, unchained; Spirit of Christ dwells within; veil separating from soul and spirit torn asunder by the Word and the Spirit; God’s temple, full of His glory. 

Man redeemed by Christ:

The Holy Spirit comes to tell us God made a provision:

Jesus changed all the “D’s” back to “I’s” by the revelation of “I AM”.

Redeemed man – freed from bondage of fulfilling every desire and need of woman

Redeemed woman – freed from rule of man
Both – released to God’s divine order for the home, church and society. Walking together as one, submitting to one another in love.
Mankind’s choice of redemption:
God planted another tree of life – THE CROSS.
From the Cross, Jesus became the Tree of Life, the Redeemer of mankind.
Through the Cross, morality is restored to the heart of man.
The cross is a six-step ladder of maturity to return mankind to the way to the Father’s house. 
These first principles: 
Repentance

Faith

Baptisms

Laying on of hands

Resurrection

Eternal judgments

These result in the maturity to rule and reign with Christ in God.

All redeemed individuals carry the Cross within them: The Cross represents the redeemed life.

Collectively the redeemed are in Christ as He is the Head of His        Body – the Church.

When time is no more, the Church will return to eternity with the 
Godhead: Father, Word, and Spirit.
