3 17 2019                THE POWER OF GOD’S WORDS
Sub: Man’s words versus God’s words!
The modern day in which we are living, like all generations before us, are filled with words that can be regarded as, “God thoughts in bad times.”

TEXT: Psalm 12:1-8
This Psalm written possibly when Saul (meaning, asked for or demanded) was pursuing David (meaning, beloved), and those who favored his cause.

There are people who demand believers of Jesus Christ (the anointed of the Lord, His beloved), asking, demanding and pursuing believers to cease from speaking out publicly!

CEASE: in other words; to go away, yield, withdraw, to end, stop, discontinue!
Cease His Lordship, Cease His salvation, Cease His healing,
Cease His miracles, Cease His power, Cease His conviction, 

Cease His deliverance, Cease His holiness, Cease His righteousness

Cease His truth, Cease His grace, Cease His word.

“The word of the LORD is right,                                                                                       and all His works are done in truth.” (Ps. 33:4)
Psalm 12, written by David, is produced out of his reflection on the contrast between the “words of the wicked” and the “words of the LORD.”
David notes that a clear evidence of a dwindling number of godly people in a society can be heard in the content of conversations.

Divisions: Psalm 12:1-8
Verses 1-2 NKJV
1. “Help, LORD, for the godly man ceases!

     For the faithful disappear from among the sons of men.

2. They speak idly everyone with his neighbor;

With flattering lips and a double heart they speak.” 
Note: David lays before the LORD the treachery and conditions of his time and age.

Here the psalmist sees the extreme danger of his position, for a man had better be among lions than among liars; he feels his own inability to deal with such sons of Belial, for “he who shall touch them must be fenced with iron; he therefore turns himself to his                   all-sufficient Helper, the LORD, whose help is never denied to his servants, and whose aid is enough for all their needs.”
HELP LORD; is largely used for all manner of saving, helping, delivering, preserving, etc. 
Verses 3-4

3. “May the LORD cut off all flattering lips,

And the tongue that speaks proud things,

4. Who have said,

With our tongue we will prevail;

Our lips are our own; who is lord over us?”
Note: David denounces judgment upon proud traitors, and                                   destruction shall overwhelm the lovers of flattery and pride.

Paul writes; “raging waves of the sea, foaming out their own shame.”

“Free-thinkers are generally very free-talkers, and they are never more at ease than when railing at God’s dominion; and arrogating to themselves unbounding license.” (CHS)
OBSERVATION: Strange is it that the easy yoke of the Lord should so gall the shoulders of the proud, while the iron bands of Satan they bind about themselves as chains of honor.

“Alas, poor fools, their pride and glory shall be cut off like a fading flower!” 
Verse 5
“For the oppressor of the poor, for the sighing of the needy, now I will arise, says the LORD; I will set him in the safety for which he yearns.”

KJV

“I will set him in safety from him that puffeth at him.”   
Note: David declared God Himself shall thunder out His wrath against oppressors.

In due season the Lord will hear His elect people, who cry day and night unto Him, and though He bear long with their oppressors, yet will He avenge them speedily. (Ref. Ps. 57; Ps. 75)
BLESSING: The very fact the saints are oppressed, however silent they bear it, is in themselves, a cry to God.

Moses: was heard in the Red sea, even though he said nothing!

Hagar: her affliction was heard even though she said nothing!

Jesus: feel with His people, and their thoughts are mighty orators with Him.

Verses 6-7
6.“The words of the LORD are pure words,                                                                               like silver tried in a furnace of earth,                                                            Purified seven times.

7. You shall keep them, O LORD,                                                                                 You shall preserve them from this generation forever.”  
Note: David makes a comparison between the words of mere man and the words of God Almighty.

Man’s words are yes and no! But the promise of God’s word is yes and amen!
For truth, certainty, faithfulness, holiness, the words of the Lord are pure as well-refined silver.

The Bible gives us an allusion to the most severely purifying process known to the ancients, through which silver was passed when the greatest possible purity was desired; the dross was all consumed, and only the bright and precious metal remained; 
So clear and free from all alloy of error or unfaithfulness is the “Book of the Words of the LORD.”

The Scriptures have passed through the furnace of persecution, literary criticism, philosophy doubts, and scientific discovery, and has lost nothing but those human interpretations which clung to it as alloy to precious ore.
What God’s words are, the words of His children should be!  
Every conceivable way the word of God has been tried, but not a single doctrine or promise has been consumed in the most excessive heat.
1. We should be Godlike in conversation,
2. We must watch our language,
3. We must maintain the strictest purity of integrity and holiness,

4. We must base our conversation on the principles of God’s word to communicate.  

Verse 8 
“The wicked prowl on every side,                                                            when vileness is exalted among the sons of men.”

KJV

“The wicked walk on every side, when the vilest men are exalted.”

Notes: David refers to the return of the fount of bitterness, which first made the Psalmist run to the wells of salvation, namely the prevalence of wickedness.

When those in power are vile, their attitude and actions will be no better. 
Nerved by the sight of the LORD God’s reigning power we shall meet the evils of the times in the spirit of holy resolution, and shall the more hopefully pray, Help, LORD!

We are to totally trust in the truth of God’s word for the time we are living!
CONCLUSION:

Whatever the setting, God’s words can be trusted as true and absolute pure. You are keeping company with David (our heavenly DAVID), when you deliberately trust in what you read in God’s word.  

The Lord God will hear and answer the cry of His faithful saints and protect them from the evil words and actions of men Satan is using in this generation. God’s word will prevail over the enemy.

“So the word of the Lord grew mightily and prevailed.”
