God uses who He chooses and knows their flaws and weaknesses but works in them, for them and through them to accomplish His own will.

This is a brief look at such a man! The man David.

1. Anointed by God

2. Chosen to be king of Israel

3. David, the man after God’s own heart

4. David (beloved)

Brief History of David:
David was born in Bethlehem the son of Jesse who had seven other sons. David was the youngest and left to tend to his father’s sheep. While David seemed to be ruddy and small in stature, it was God’s choice for him to do big things in His will. Handsome enough to appear as a king, and humble enough to be anointed a king by God. 
When Samuel came to Bethlehem, sent by God to sacrifice there instead of Shiloh, he went to the house of Jesse as the Lord told him to seek out the next man to be the king over His people Israel.
New king sought (I Sam. 16:1-5)
Son of Jesse (Jehovah exists of firm) (I Sam. 16:6-12)
Samuel the prophet anoints David (I Sam. 16:13)
David hears Goliath’s challenge (I Sam. 17:23-30)
David arms himself to fight Goliath (I Sam. 17:40-44)
David anointed by God slays Goliath (I Sam. 17:45-54)
David becoming victorious in defeating many enemies of Israel through the direction of the Lord. He defeats Goliath and turns the heads of his brothers, Philistines, King Saul. 
 Anointed: 
“Arise anoint him, this is he.”
1. Anointed God’s new king (I Sam. 16: 1, 13)
2. Anointed king over Judah (II Sam. 2:4)
3. Anointed King of Israel (II Sam. 5: 1-5)
David truly “A man after God’s own heart.” (I Sam. 13:1- 4)
David functioned in the role of: Prophet, Priest and King. 
DAVID was GIFTED: Given to him by the LORD!
POET: David wrote many of the Psalms.
WARRIOR: David was courageous as a champion and a great soldier.                    (I Sam. 17:40)
MUSICIAN: David played the harp skillfully.
SAINT: David was accepted as a child of God.                                                                      (I Sam. 13:14; I Kings 15:5)
PROPHET: David had a prophetic gift from God.  

TYPE: David resembled Christ in many ways.
A. Both were born in Bethlehem

B. Both were of a low estate

C. Both were shepherds

D. Both were sorely oppressed and persecuted

E. Both came to kingship

David in all his gifted writings inspired many traveling people on their way to heaven, but no one inspires like our heavenly David, who died and rose again to be our eternal Savior, Lord and King.

SINNER: David violated a divine law.                                                                               (Deut. 17:17; II Sam. 5:13)
From the rooftop David saw a woman washing herself. She was probably in the enclosed courtyard of her own house, a place of privacy, not visible from the street.
Three areas of a person used to bring the king down:
The opening words of chapter 11 read like a great novel.
“And it came to pass, after the year expired, at the time when kings go to battle, that…David tarried still at Jerusalem.”

If ever there was a blatant foreshadowing, this was it. 

David should have been at war!
David at war fought to do God’s will and win!
David idle would fight his own will and lose!

Be careful little feet! (lust of the flesh)
Then his eyes stare too long. He saw a “woman washing herself; and so  the woman was very beautiful to look upon”, so David enquired after the woman.” (II Sam. 11:2-3)
Be careful little eyes! (lust of the eyes)
Lastly, his little ears should have heard the response:

“Is not this Bathsheba, the daughter of Eliam, the wife of Uriah the Hittite?” (II Sam. 11:3)
Uriah, (Jehovah is light) was one of David’s mighty men.                          (II Sam.23:8, 39)  
A valued and rare warrior. David knew Uriah by name. David’s most loyal soldier.
Eliam, (God is gracious) was the father of Bathsheba (daughter of opulence which means, wealth, riches, abundance), who also is listed as one of David’s mighty men. (II Sam. 11:3) 
Ahithophel, (brother of folly)  a politician, counselor of David, a proverb in Israel in David’s time, thinking man, a clear head, great compass of thought, the wise and trusted counselor, became unfaithful because he thought of himself, and not of David, was Bathsheba’s grandfather, the father of Eliam. (II Sam. 15:12; 17:23)
David had a relationship with many of the relatives surrounding Bathsheba.

Bathsheba was the seventh daughter to Eliam.

David ignored every caution. 

David yielded to his desires rather than the standards of the God he adored. 

David looked where he wanted and chose not to listen to wise counsel and went where he should have never gone. (II Sam. 11:1-5)
David attempted to cover sin by committing another sin.

To cover up his first sin, he deceived many and saw to the death of Uriah (Jehovah God is light), Bathsheba’s husband.

The man after God’s own heart was acting nothing like God. 
The eyes, ears, and feet of David had led him to this impassible place in life.

According to Leviticus 20:10, David deserved death having relationship with another man’s wife, Bathsheba, (wealth, riches abundance).

Despite the depravity of his actions, the Lord God got David’s undivided attention.

Joab (Jehovah is a good Father) let David (beloved) know that he knew David’s real reason for wanting Uriah dead.

How telling! 

I Kings 15:1-8 (5) records

“The LORD did this because David did what the LORD considered right: David never failed to do anything the LORD commanded him to do his entire life” (except in the matter concerning Uriah the Hittite). 
If you have a near perfect relationship with the Lord or if you have sin after sin, and if you will worship God, and if you strive to do His will, and if you are willing to be changed, and if the WORD convicts, and if you are willing to face the consequences, then:
1.  The Lord will wash you clean and forgive you of all the sin.

2. The Lord will grace you to live within the consequences of sin and keep you victorious through it all.

3. God’s plan is for you to become “more than conquerors,” and you become an “overcomer”!
4. Like David, our decisions make up the major part of our destiny!
