The Holy Spirit works exclusively in the context of Scripture. The original Scriptures are perfect because God breathed them.
When man translates them, they can have some error or misinterpretation. God is infallible but man is not. The Scriptures were inspired by the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit is the third person of the Godhead.

Pay attention to the Holy Spirit

St. Matt. 3:13-17

The Father and the Holy Spirit are at work to accomplish the ministry of Jesus Christ the Son, bringing salvation and deliverance to people of this world through God’s plan.

St. Matt. 4:1-11 NKJV 

The Holy Spirit led Jesus into the wilderness

The Holy Spirit was with Jesus in the wilderness

The Holy Spirit empowered Jesus in the wilderness

The Holy Spirit returned Jesus from the wilderness   
Satan did not lead Jesus into the wilderness, the Holy Spirit did.

1. Show the scriptural way to deal with temptation.
2. Reveal the power of the Scriptures “it is written”
3. Assure “it is written” causes Satan to leave.

4. The “it is written” will bring the comfort of the Holy Spirit.   

St. Luke 4: 14-22
Jesus came in the power of the Holy Spirit (St. Luke 4:14).
Jesus reads from Isaiah 61:1-2a fulfilled (St. Luke 4:18-21).
Isaiah 61:2b day of vengeance yet to be fulfilled (Rev. 11:14-19). 
“Stood up to read”

Most synagogue services had a reading from the law and one from the prophets, with an exposition that tied the texts together. Jesus expounded Isa. 61.
“He has sent Me”

By siting Isaiah 61, Jesus was claiming to be a royal figure and to have a prophet mission. (v 24)
“Deliver the captives”

In the Old Testament, captivity refer to Israel’s exile (St. Luke 1: 68-74) here it refers to sin. (St. Luke 1:77; 7:47; 24:47; Acts 2:38; 5:31; 10:43; 13:38; 26:18)
“Them that are bruised”

This was originally the call of Israel, but the nation had failed in its assignment (Isa. 58:6)
“The acceptable year of the Lord”

This phrase is an allusion to the year of jubilee when every 50th year all debt was forgiven, and slaves were given their freedom. (Lev. 25:10)
Jesus closed the book in the middle of the sentence, He did not continue because the next phrase- “The day of Vengeance of our God” was not being fulfilled then.

After He is rejected:

St. Luke 4:31-37 READ

1. Jesus taught and preached strong doctrine in the power of the Holy Spirit.

2. Jesus expressed total control and power over demons.

3. Jesus is known by the demons and want nothing to do with Him.

4. Jesus had the power to cast out demons with a word.

5. Jesus rebuked or called evil into submission. 
Pay attention to the Holy Spirit though out the Gospels for Jesus relied and depended on Him to teach, preach and heal, body, soul, and spirit.
“How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all who were oppressed of the devil; for God was with Him” (Acts 10:38)
