8-7-19                  PRAYER TIME OF JESUS
Pay attention to the person of the Holy Spirit:

Mk. 1:35-39; Lu. 6:12-16 NKJV
35. “Now in the morning, having risen a long while before daylight, He went out and departed to a solitary place; and there He prayed.

36. And Simon and those who were with Him searched for Him.

37. When they found Him, they said to Him, ‘Everyone is looking for You.’
38. But He said to them, ‘Let us go into the next towns, that I may preach there also, because for this purpose I have come forth.’
39. And He was preaching in their synagogues throughout all Galilee and casting out demons.”
Luke 6:12-16 

12. “Now it came to pass in those days that He went out to the mountain to pray and continued all night in prayer to God.

13. And when it was day, He called His disciples to Himself; and from them He chose twelve whom He also named apostles:

14. Simon, whom He also named Peter, and Andrew his brother; James and John: Philip and Bartholomew; 

15. Matthew and Thomas; James the son of Alphaeus, and Simon called the Zealot;

16. Judas the son of James, and Judas Iscariot who also became a traitor.”
Jesus had a prayer life Himself, and He taught the disciples to pray also.

St. Luke 18:1

“And He spoke a parable to them to this end, that men ought always to pray, and not to faint:” 

Jesus preached in the power and authority of the Holy Spirit.
Jesus healed the people in the power and authority of the Holy Spirit.
Jesus taught the people in the power and authority of the Holy Spirit.
QUESTION:

Where did His power and authority come from?

ANSWER:

The Father through the Holy Spirit

The first Adam had power and authority (dominion)

Gen. 1:26

“Then God said, Let Us make man in Our own image and after Our likeness; let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.” 
The Last Adam has power now and forever!
Rom. 5: 12-21; Eph.1:15-23; Col. 1:9-18; I John 3:4-9
The things Jesus Christ did to un-do, out-do, and over-do everything the devil had done was by the power and authority given Him by the Father.

“This is My beloved Son in whom I am well pleased.”

At this point the kingdom of God was now under the leadership of the Son. (Matt. 3:13-17)
“I must be about My Father’s business.”

When a young man reached sonship, his father would introduce him as head of the family business. 
Simon and Son (business owner as an example)
People would deal with the son as with the father.

The father would delegate the son power and authority to do the business as trained and raised up by the father to do his will.

Jesus met with the Father often:

1. Luke stresses more than the other Gospels the place of prayer in the life and work of Jesus Christ.
2. When the Holy Spirit descended upon Jesus at the Jordan, He was praying.

3. Jesus was praying. Luke 3:21

4. When He withdrew from the multitudes, He prayed. Luke 5:16

5. He prayed all night alone. Luke 9:18
6. His transfiguration He climbed the mountain to pray. Luke 9:28

7. The transfiguration took place while He prayed. Luke 9:29

8. He taught the disciples the model prayer. Luke 11:1

9. In Gethsemane He prayed earnestly. Luke 22:44

10 . Jesus prayed while on the Cross. Luke 23:34

11 . His last words uttered on the Cross were a prayer. Luke 23:46

12 . He prayed after the resurrection as well. Luke 24:30

Jesus prayed before extending invitation:

1. Come unto Me all you that labor. Matt. 11:25-28

2. Jesus prayed at Lazarus’ tomb. John 11:41-42

3. Prayed for Peter. Luke 22:32

4. Prayed while instituting the “Lord’s Supper”. John 17

Jesus often prayed alone:

1. Mark 1:35; 6:46

2. Luke 5:16; 6:12; 9:18; 22:41-42

3. Heb. 5:7  

Jesus spent time alone with the Father and strengthened Himself and His relationship with the Father.  

Jesus would not allow anything to hinder what the Father desired for Him to do. He would never decline but only prepare for what the Father’s will was for Him to do next. 

A. Communication was the main stabilizer.  

B. Relationship must be confidently in order.
C. The two must be in constant agreement.

D. Nothing or no one must be able to bring about division.

E. The priority of the father was the priority of the son.

F. For the business to survive there could be no dividedness.   

G. The father and son would conduct business as one.
The Son of God and the Father’s Business:

St. John 17:1-26

Jesus prays for Himself. (17:1-5)

Jesus prays for His Disciples. (17:6-19)

Jesus prays for All believers. (17:20-26)

Powerful words of Jesus Christ:

“If you have seen Me you have seen the Father.”
“My Father gives you the true bread from heaven.”

“No man can come to Me, except the Father draw him:”

“My doctrine is not mine, but His that sent Me.”

“The Father that sent Me bears witness of Me.”

“You neither know Me or My Father.”
“If you had known Me, you should have known My Father also.”
“I speak to the world those things which I have heard of Him.”

“I do nothing of Myself, but as My Father has taught Me.”

“And He that sent Me, is with Me.”

“The Father has not left Me alone.”

“If God were your Father, you would love Me.”
“I proceeded forth and came from the Father.”

“I must work the works of Him that sent Me.”

“As the Father knows Me, even so know I the Father.” 

“This command I have received of the Father.”

“I and My Father are one.”

“If I do not the works of My Father, believe Me not.”

“The Father is in Me, and I in Him.”
“You seek to kill Me because My word has no place in you.”

“You are of your father the devil.”

“You are not able to listen to My words.”

“If anyone keeps My word he will never taste death.”

“And if I tell you the truth, why don’t you believe Me?”

“It is My Father who honors Me, of whom you say He is your God.” 
“You are blaspheming, because I said, I Am the Son of God?” 

“Most assuredly I say unto you,” 
“before Abraham was, I Am!”

“I Am the bread of life.”

“I Am the Light of the world.”

“I Am the Good Shepherd.”

“I Am the Door.”

“I Am the Resurrection and life.”
“I Am the Way, the Truth, and the Life.”

“I Am the True Vine.”

“I Am a King.”

“I must work the works of Him who sent Me.”
“I Am in the Father, and the Father in Me.”

“I who speak to you, Am He.”
“I thirst.”

“It is finished.”

“I Am ascending to My Father and your Father, and to My God and your God.”
“Peace be with you.”

“Follow Me.”

While Jesus spoke these words, the Father was made known to the people, and through the Holy Spirit, Jesus spoke with power and authority. 
Acts 3:11-26 Apostles preaching
Acts 5:22-32 Apostles on trial
Acts 10:34-43 (38) NKJV Account of Jesus anointed   

“How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power, who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him!”
The Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit worked as One before, during and after Jesus was in His earthly ministry.
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
