11 30 2018               THE MESSIANIC PSALM 22# 4
This psalm is sung as a detail description of the sufferings of Christ on the Cross (Ps. 22:1-21)

Key: Verse 11 

“Be not far from Me,

For trouble is near;

there is none to help.”  
Christ’s subsequent victory and glory (Ps. 22: 1-31)

Key: Verses 22, 24, 27
22. “I will declare Your name to My brethren;

In the midst of the assembly I will praise You.

24. For He has not despised nor abhorred the affliction of the afflicted;

Nor has He hidden His face from Him, he heard.

27. All the ends the world shall remember and turn to the Lord, of 

And all the families of the Nations shall worship before You.”
Note: A psalm where David is perplexed and crying for help. Perplexity and trouble drive us to prayer. The enemy is defeated in prayer.

Christ seen in this psalm, going from suffering and trouble, looking like defeat, to exalting the Lord God in the midst of brethren, uplifting His Name and majesty, in complete victory.

This psalm gives a picture of the death of our Lord Jesus and is referred to as “The psalm of the Cross.”

Isaiah 52:13-53:12 (NKJV) The Messiah of Israel suffering and glory

Note: The whole of men, lies under the stain of original corruption, all gone astray from God.

God, in love, sent His Son into the world, who voluntarily made Himself an offering for sin. 

He submitted Himself to the disgraces and afflictions due to the worst of men, that those who should believe on Him, might have joy and glory due to Him as the one perfect man.

BLESSING: Now Christ appears in heaven to make intercession for all who believe in Him through faith. 

We see both the sufferings, and the glory that follow the finished work of Calvary.

On the Cross Jesus took: Punishment, Sin, Curse, Poverty, Rejection, Sickness, and Death.

On the Cross Jesus gave: Peace, Righteousness, Blessing, Acceptance, Healing, and Life.

At the Cross it made everything “Complete” (Filled to the fulness of Christ Eph. 3:19)
“I am poured out like water, and all my bones are out of joint: my heart is like wax; it is melted in the midst of my bowels. My strength is dried up like a potsherd; and my tongue cleaves to my jaws; and thou hast brought me into the dust of death” (Psalm 22:14-15) 
 “It is finished! 
The cost of redemption is paid through the suffering and death of Christ Jesus.

Blessings:

Ps. 22 is a powerful testimony to the reality that faith and questions can live effectively together. Struggling with the doubts and questions raised by the experience of pain can be an expression of faith rather than a denial of it.

Ps. 22 imparts both understanding and strategies
Ps. 22 gives us words to say when our own words fail.

David is searching for words: “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?
Ps. 22 provide a principle causing us to think about who God really is. 

Questions: 

Does He care when we hurt?

Does He understand how hard this is?

Is He ever there?

Answers:

 Yes! Yes! Yes!    

Ps. 22 Tells us He is always there!

This in mind, it is no accident that Jesus quoted from Psalm 22 when suffering on the cross. (Mk 15:34)
Jesus’ suffering resonated with the feelings David expressed.

Likewise, we too can quote Psalm 22:14-15 HCSB.
“I am poured out like water, and all my bones are disjointed; my heart is like wax, melting within me.

My strength is dried up like baked clay; mt tongue sticks to the roof of my mouth.”
