4 26 2020        POWER TO CONVICT SINNERS
The Scriptures reveal the power of the Holy Spirit to reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment:

Of sin because they do not believe in me,
Of righteousness because I go to my Father, and you see me no more,
Of judgment because the prince of this world is judged.

These statements imply the Holy Spirit will convict, expose, refute, and convince people of their sinful unrighteous lifestyle.

Requirements for the world to be saved:

1. Their need of forgiveness

2. Their need to make a clear choice

3. Their need to repent

4. Their need to make Jesus Christ Lord

The Holy Spirit bringing into their hearts understanding of the judgments to come and assuring them the power to overcome the world, the flesh and the devil. 

Filling them with the Holy Spirit assuring them of total victory in the last days. The “Last days” began at Pentecost. 
ACHARITH is Old Testament for “THE LAST DAYS” which in the New Testament Greek it is ESCHATOS. Both are important concepts for the study of prophecy. In most cases they refer to the same thing; doctrinally, “the latter days,” “the last days,” “the latter times,” “the last time,” “the last age,” and “the closing days of time.”
ACHARITH in Gen. 49:1 where the aged Israel prophesied over his own twelve sons what should befall them in THE LAST DAYS.

Jacob’s last words to his sons:

The Spirit of God is prophesying in type or shadow of the ESCHATON, the LAST DAYS, “until Shiloh come,” and unto him shall the gathering of the people be (Gen. 49:10; Eph. 1:9-12) God’s eternal purpose.

The last days, God is gathering all Jews and Gentiles into the commonwealth of Israel, the household of God in Christ, built together upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ Himself being the Chief Cornerstone, a habitation of God through the Spirit. Eph. 2:19-22
God tells us the end from the beginning: Gen. 49:1, 10.                                            The ACHARITH in Gen. 49 to the book of Ephesians, though right on target, skips a host of progressive developments in between.

But THE LAST DAYS were prophesied and defined by the PURPOSE OF GOD in gathering “the people” to Him, SHILOH.

Paul speaks of this age as “the fullness of time” Eph. 1:10 and Gal. 4:4;              Heb. 1:2; I Jn. 2:18; St. Jn. 6:40; 12:48 all indicating this age.

Jesus’ words Mk.1:14-15, “the time is fulfilled…” Defining all as the last days of fulfilling the prophetic words of Jacob (Israel) about Judah.

Deut. 4:30; 25-31 context, occurs in a prophecy describing Israel as being scattered and without God among the Nations and in tribulation during THE LAST DAYS; but that the Lord, even then, holds open a door of repentance; a sure hope if one seeks Him “with all thy heart and with all thy soul.” The New Testament Scriptures testify.  Acts 3:25-26; Ro. 10:12-13; St. Jn. 6:37-45.
Additional Scriptures to compare Isa. 1:2-10; Ro. 9:1-31; I Th. 2:15-16. 

The picture for natural Israel is very dark, but at the same time of this terrible evil, there was a REMNANT who knew God, accepted their Messiah, Christ, and His blood of the New Covenant. I Cor. 11:23-25.
Through them He gave us the New Testament, the Gospel.                                         Salvation is of the Jews, St. Jn. 4:22; Eph. 2:11-13, 19-22. 

God counted these as His Israel, Gal. 4:22-30; 6:16; Hos. 1:10; Ro. 9:24-26.
Now consider this text: Deut. 31: 28-29 
“I call heaven and earth to record against them. For I know that after my death you will utterly corrupt yourselves, and turn aside from the way which I have commanded you; and evil will befall you in THE LATTER DAYS; because you will do evil in the sight of the Lord, to provoke Him to anger through the work of your hands.” Israel in her LAST DAYS is a sad picture. The only remedy is to repent. 

What a contradiction as to Israel and THE LAST DAYS. 

How can she be the means of God’s redemption of mankind and yet at the same time, in the same age, be cast away or cast out, from among God’s people?

The REMNANT who accepted their Messiah; these are counted of God as His people Israel; Jer. 31:31-38.
They are called “All Israel.” Isa. 45:17, 25; called “IN THE LORD.”

The predictions of the NATURAL descendants of Israel are very different;         Isa.1:2-10; 5:1-14; 10:22-23; Paul in Ro. 9:27-29. 

Though the number of Israel to be as the sand of the sea, a remnant shall be saved….it is the Remnant that is in Christ, together with all, the elect in Christ out of all nations who are grafted in among them that make up that “ALL ISRAEL” that will be saved; Ro. 9:6-8; 11:26
The flesh descendants of Israel are called Israel as a surname or national designation, the name carries no blessing to those who reject the Lord Jesus Christ; as one considers, Isa. 65:15; Mt. 3:7-10; St. Jn. 8:21-24, 37-47; Acts 3:22-23 All these are warnings to FLESH ISRAEL.

The Lord unveils just how well He knows the state of those whom He has cared for and called through the ages. He has viewed the idolatry of even those He has called His chosen people and persisted in inviting them to come back to Him.
The truths of Israel are found paralleled in the church.
The NATURAL church is in need of a Savior!

The SPIRITUAL church is “born again,” “elected” and positioned to overcome all the LAST DAY trials and tribulations through the power of God who works in them. Eph.2:1-22(19-22); II Tim. 3:1-17
The NATURAL church:

1. Their need of forgiveness

2. Their need to make a clear choice
3. Their need to repent

4. Their need to make Jesus Christ Lord

The SPIRITUAL church:
1. Know who God is

2. Know what God is doing

3. Know where God is going

4. Know the desire to follow God

5. Know God will take those who choose with Him 
CONCLUSION: 

The conduct of a believer is to do all things for the glory of God. This life we live is to be lived free of idolatry and under the sway of the world’s spirit. If we choose the right things the Holy Spirit will be present to make a way of escape from temptations.
