CONCLUSION: At the end of twenty years spent in constructing the temple and his own palace, the Lord spoke to Solomon. God acknowledged Solomon’s prayer of dedication and warned in great detail that the blessings poured out on David’s house would depend on the people staying faithful to the Lord. Otherwise, the temple 
itself would be torn down and the ruins become a mute testimony of God’s judgment. This summarizes God’s expectation of Solomon, who was expected to live a life in obedience to God and His word. For us today it is not an occasional act of worship but a continual and daily response to His words of command.
