8-2-20                WALK FULL OF GOD’S WORD
Scriptures support for fullness of God!
First: There are only two ways one can walk in life. Ps. 1:1-6

(The WAY of righteousness and the END of the ungodly)

Note: This is an introduction to all the psalms, this first one presents a powerful picture of the righteous person and then contrasts that life with the chaff-like experience of the ungodly. 

Principle: Every day we make the choice to be like one of these two people. We choose God’s word and meditate therein.
Second: There is strength and guidance to walk right. Ps. 5:1-12 (1-3; 6-10)    (The Prayer for Guidance)
Note: This psalm or song comes from an unspecified time in the life of King David. The weight of opposition and depth of evil were pressing on him. David is writing to meditate his way into a frame of worship that becomes rejoicing and shouting for joy as a result of renewed trust in the Lord.
Principle: How quickly you turn from the weight of the world to place your confidence in God when He is worshiped.
Third:  There are times of struggle with physical issues. Ps 6:1-10 
(The Prayer of faith in the time of Distress)

Note: David wrote this lament during a time of physical illness that threatened his life. It begins with a call for mercy and a brief description of the cause of anguish. Then it cries out for God’s deliverance, admitting again the devastating effects of illness. The psalm ends with a challenge to any bystander to depart because David is confident God has heard his prayer. The enemy cannot take advantage of you when you are in prayer!
Principle: Intimacy with God will increase when you are threatened or struggling, if you are totally honest with Him in prayer. 
Fourth: At times we need God’s intervention on our behalf. Ps. 7:1-17 

(Prayer and Praise for Deliverance from enemies)

Prayer and commitment to God vs.1-5
God is just and will do accordingly vs.11-13
The wicked will bring their own disaster vs.14-16
Praise to God according to His righteousness and justice v.17
Note: This psalm comes with a note regarding one Cush, a Benjamite, though no mention is made of that person in the record of David’s life. The lament protests innocence before accusation and calls for God’s intervention. David gives full credit to God’s role and foresees the downfall of the wicked. He closes with praise in anticipation over God’s faithfulness.
Principle: Your prayers, whether intense or casual interaction with God, will take on added depth if they include praise for the One on whom you are depending. 
Fifth: Praise to God for creation and man’s duty to God Ps. 8: 1-9  
(The Glory of the Lord in Creation)

 Note: This is David’s memorable psalm of praise for the Lord of all creation. The central example of the awe-inspiring nature of God is His creation of human beings and the role they have been given. This psalm closes with all exclamation over God’s excellence.

Man’s role and duty: Eccl. 12:9-14 
(Man’s role in creation, we should recognize God’s involvement in every aspect of our lives)
9. “And moreover, because the Preacher was wise, he still taught the people knowledge; yes, he pondered and sought out and set in order many proverbs.
10. The Preacher sought to find acceptable words; and what was written was upright; words of truth.
11. The words of the wise are like goads, and the words of scholars are like well-driven nails, given by one Shepherd,

12. And further, my son, be admonished by these. Of making many books there is no end, and much study is wearisome to the flesh.
13. Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God and keep His commandments. For this is man’s all. 
14. For God will bring every work into judgment, including every secret thing, whether good or evil.” 
Principle: David’s haunting question “what is man…?” can serve you as a reliable invitation to humility when approaching God in prayer.  
Conclusion:  Be confident in God and His word!
The Lord Helps His Troubled People Psalm 3:1-8
(A psalm of David when he fled from Absalom his son)

Note: This psalm of David is titled with a note explaining that it comes from the time during which Absalom was attempting to overthrow his father’s throne. This prayer begins with David’s lament, builds with a declaration of trust, blends in the calm fearlessness that trust allows, and breaks into a heartfelt cry for God’s saving work on his behalf. 

Principle: David’s pattern of acknowledging trouble and then turning to God for relief will prove effective if you will use it.
