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THE NOW OF GOD IN YOU!
The work of the Holy Spirit is at work NOW in every believer. The Scriptures are clear in this matter. Pray the Lord will give you wisdom, revelation in the knowledge of Christ who dwells in you NOW.

Herein examples of NOW:
Now we are the sons of God I Jn. 3:2a

Now justified by faith Ro. 5:9
Now you are the body of Christ I Cor. 12:27 
Now then we are ambassadors II Cor. 5:20

Now unto God and our Father be glory Phil. 4:20
Now we exhort you brethren II Thess. 2:1

Now we command you, brethren II Thess. 3:6

Now the Lord of peace give you II Thess. 3:16

Now the just shall live by faith Heb. 10:38

Now faith is the substance of things hoped for Heb. 11:1
TEXT: St John 17:20-26 NKJV

Note: The indwelling Christ through the Holy Spirit brings a spiritual unity referred to as “one with Christ.”

This oneness in Christ manifested: 

A. Abide in Christ v23
B. Love for Christ v26
C. Separation from the world vs. 14-16
D. Sanctified in truth vs. 17-19
E. Receiving the word of truth vs. 6, 8, 17
F. Obedience to the word of God v 6
G. Desire to bring salvation to the lost vs. 21, 23
REVEALED: 
1. Revealed in the Holy Spirit St. John 14:20
      “At that day you will know that I am in My Father, and you in Me, and I in you.” 
Note: After Christ’s resurrection the Holy Spirit came making Christ real to us, and salvation to live because of our faith in Him who is God. This work of God in us, enables us to live a victorious life.

2. Demonstrates to the world Christ’s mission St. John 17:23
      “I in them, and You in me; that they may be made perfect in one, and that the world may know that You have sent Me, and have loved them as You have loved Me.”

Note: Spoken by Christ our mediator with God the Father and demonstrates to the world God’s love which also draws men to Him. This love God has for His people will be made known to the world and causes them to hunger for the same relationship. 
3. The old life dies that the new life lives Galatians 2:20
      “I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life I now live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me.” 

Note: The cross is where the victory is won, and new life in Christ, as the result of dying with Him, and being raised to newness of life, living daily by the power of the Holy Spirit dwelling in us
4. Life obtained by Faith Ephesians 3:16-19
16. “That He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with might through His Spirit in the inner man, 

17. That Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; that you being rooted and grounded in love,
18. May be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the width and length and depth and height,
19. To know the love of Christ which passes knowledge; that you may be filled with all the fulness of God.”

Note: To have our inner man strengthen by the Holy Spirit is to have our feelings, thoughts, and purposes placed under His influence and direction so that the Spirit can manifest His power through us in greater measure.

The purpose of this strengthening by the Spirit is fourfold:

1. Christ might establish His presence in our hearts. vs 16-17; Ro. 8:9-10
2. Grounded in sincere love for God, Christ, and others. v 17
3. Comprehend with our minds and experience in our lives the love of Christ for us. vs 18-19
4. May be filled with all the fulness of God, that God’s presence may so fill us that we reflect and manifest from our innermost being the character and stature which belong to the Lord Jesus Christ.  v 19
     5. Dead to sin Romans 8:10-11
10. “And if Christ is in you, the body is dead because of sin, but the Spirit is life because of righteousness.
11. But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Jesus from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through the Spirit who dwells in you.”
Note: The body is dead because of sin. Because sin has invaded the physical aspect of our being, our bodies must die or be transformed.                                        I Cor. 15:50-54; I Thess. 4:13-17
Because Christ is in us, we now experience the life of the Spirit.

These bodies experience the life of the Holy Spirit now unto eternity. He makes us alive according to God’s will found in His word.

The time will come when the fulness of the Spirit will consume this body with eternal life because of resurrection that is imminent.
There will be no trace of sin and only God’s righteousness and holiness will be found in the believer’s spirit, soul, and body.  
       6. Alive in Christ Jesus Ro. 8:13-14

13. “For if you live according to the flesh you will die; but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live.

14. For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are the sons of God.”        
Note: Paul gives the basis for the assurance of salvation here. If one is consistently putting to death the sinful deeds of the flesh, then we are being led by the Spirit. Those led by the Spirit are the sons of God.
