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LORD YOU KNOW ALL THINGS
BACKGROUND: The book of Job revealed two things to us we should remember. The Lord God is sovereign, and He keeps His word revealed in promises, prophesies, dreams, and His written word.

The book of Acts reveals these two attributes of God were made clear in the life of Saul who became Paul. From terrorist to teacher. God did as He had said in every area of Paul’s life from the time of salvation to the time of going home to heaven.  
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LOOK AT PETER’S LIFE FOLLOWING THE LORD:

“Lord, you know all things.” 

First: Simon a fisherman, “Called the big fisherman” Mt. 4:18; Mk. 1:16
Second: Simon hears about Jesus St. John 1:40-41
Third: Simon hears from Jesus St. Luke 5:4
Fourth: Simon responds to Jesus St. Luke 5:5-8
Fifth: Simon experiences a miracle from Jesus St. Luke 5:9-10a

Sixth: Simon is called to fish for Jesus St. Luke 5:10b
Seventh: Simon followed Jesus St. Mt. 4 18; Luke 5:11  

Eighth: Simon was given another name St. John 1:42
SIMON PETER FOLLOWS JESUS:

Simon Peter was one of three who were exposed to acts of death by Jesus apart from the other disciples. Mt.17:1; Mt. 26:37; Mk. 5:37; Mk. 14:33
Satan asks to sift Simon Peter as wheat!
St. Luke 22:31-34 NKJV
31. “And the Lord said, ‘Simon, Simon! Indeed, Satan has asked for you, that he may sift you as wheat.
32. But I have prayed for you, that your faith should not fail; and when you have returned to Me, strengthen your brethren.’
33. But he said to Him, ‘Lord, I am ready to go with you, both to prison and to death.’
34. Then He said, ‘I tell you, Peter, the rooster shall not crow this day before you will deny three times that you know Me.’ ”
The three denials: 
1. “This man was also with Him” Lu. 22:54-55

“Woman, I do not know Him”

2. “You also are of them” Lu. 22:58
     
 “Man, I am not!”
3.  “Surely this fellow also was with Him, for he is a Galilean” Lu. 22:59
 “Man, I do not know what you are saying!” 

Words used Regarding Peter’s Denial: 

Mark 14:71 reports Peter as cursing and swearing when denying his Lord. The Greek word for curse is the same word which Paul uses in Gal. 1:9 meaning, “to declare anathema or cursed, to declare one’s self-liable, to the severest divine penalties.”
Peter was calling down upon himself the severest divine penalties if his words were not true.
The word “swear” is from the same word in Hebrews 6:13 which means “to take an oath”. Peter is denying any connection with Jesus, attempting to convince his accusers of the truthfulness of his words by taking an oath upon that statement. Peter was not using profanity, but these words used is proof of his guilt in denial.
Simon Peter after the resurrection:
St. Mark 16:1-8 (6-7)
6. “But he said to them, ‘Do not be alarmed. You seek Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. He is not here. See the place where they laid Him. 

7. But go, tell His disciples – and Peter – that He is going before you into Galilee; there you will see Him, as He said to you.’ ”
Simon Peter is united with Jesus St. Mark 16:14
Simon Peter is commissioned St. Mark 16:15-18
Simon Peter chooses to go back to old life St. John 21:1-14 (2b)
“I am going fishing” (original Greek “I go a fishing”)
Peter and six others (six the number for mankind) Gen. 1:24-31
Greek Scholars: E.M. Bullinger, K. S. Wuest: 

Wuest expanded trans: 
Simon Peter says to them, “I am going off, breaking former connections, to my former fishing business.” St. John 21:2b
“I go” are the translation of HUPAGO, which is used to denote the final departure of one who ceases to be another’s companion or attendant. This was Peter’s announcement to the other disciples.

1. Abandoning his preaching commission received from the Lord Jesus.

2. Breaking his relationship with Jesus, as far as any future service was concerned. 
3. Greek verb word for fishing is HALIEUO referring to “the habitual action of fishing and including the character of the person fishing.”

Breaking former connection: 
“Follow Me, and I will make you fishers of men.”  Mt. 4:19
“Follow Me and I will make you become fishers of men.”  Mk. 1:17 

In other words: “I am going back fishing permanently.” 

Peter going back to:

1. His customary call of fishing

2. His ordinary duties of his family and self

3. His humble fashion of life and daily wants

4. His identity to his original character of a fisherman

BEWARE: The devil will try to get you to backslide, telling you, life was easier than following a lost cause!
Simon Peter: reconciled, restored, refreshed, renewed, reproof (Gr. ELENCHOS “proof” and so “conviction”) II Tim. 3:16; Heb.11:1, reinstated! 
St John 20:15- 19 NKJV
“Lord, You, know all things.”

Jesus’ words reiterated: “Follow Me” St. John 21:18; St. Mt. 4:19; Mk. 1:17 

CONCLUSION:

Simon: meaning is “hearing”
Peter: meaning is “rock” or “stone”
Cephas: meaning is “rock” (also means “beautiful” in Aramaic) 
Peter realized the Lord knew him from the time He called “follow Me,” when he would have been sifted, until the time he would declare to going back fishing, until the time he would fulfill what Jesus had told him,                                                “I will make you fishers of men.”  

Simon Peter preaches: Acts 2:14-39; 9:36-10:2  (Jews and Gentiles)                                                       Simon Peter: fills much of the first 12 chapters of the book of Acts
Simon Peter writes two epistles: I and II Peter
He calls the reader to remember the glorious salvation, live a holy life, persevere in faith, and follow the examples given by the Lord Himself.                                   “Be holy, for I am holy.”

First epistle of Peter: Precious things

1. Genuine faith, more precious than Gold I Pet. 1:7
2. The blood of Christ is precious I Pet. 1:17
3. Chosen by God is precious I Pet.2:4 

4. A chief Cornerstone, elect, is precious I Pet. 2:6 

5. To you who believe, He is precious I Pet. 2:7
6. A gentle and quiet spirit is precious I Pet. 3:4
“God resists the proud, but gives grace to the humble.”   
II Epistle of Peter: Encouragement
Peter urges believers to be on the lookout for false prophets, live a holy life, mature in faith, knowing the future brings hope to true believers. Judgment must begin at the house of the Lord.
The Holy Spirit used Simon Peter to write the things Jesus had taught him and teach believers to walk knowing God would bring them through victoriously.

The Lord knows all things:

1. Knows you by name
2. Knows where you are

3. Knows your needs

4. Knows your purpose

5. Knows to help you fulfill it

6. Knows where your purpose leads 

7. Your purpose is MINISTRY!

Remember: The Lord knows all things!

The Lord is saying the same thing to us as He said to Simon Peter, “follow Me”, when He called Simon to “go fishing for men,” and the last thing He said to Simon Peter when he went back “fishing for fish,” was do you love Me, “Follow Me.”                                                                                                           From St. Mt. 4:18-19 to St. John 21:15-19 
“The Lord who knows all things” has called you to “follow Him”, and He knows you are following Him, and will help you, because He has prayed for you to be one with Him, and minister with Him all the way home. St. John 17:20-26

Simon Peter followed Jesus and ministered with Him all the way home! 
You do likewise!
OVERCOMING PRINCIPLE: Mt. 16:13-20 (16) 
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
